With the TOTAL EVACUATION method, all floors are evacuated simultaneously when 
an 'emergency occurs'. "Total EvaCuatioh" is uSéd when there  is only  a small number Of 
occupants in the building; consequently congestion • in  evacuation routes is not a .çoncern. 

During the "Total Evacuation", the electronic ALARM bell tone will sound cob- .  
tinually for more than one minute and the public address system Will be employed. 
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
