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The Department of External Affairs ennoumces that the first
meeting of the Joint United States-Canada Industrial Mobilization Planning
Comnittee was held in Washington today (June 1). The meeting was
primerily limited to a discussicn of the organizaticnzl pattern to be
followed in the light of the cxchange of notes in Ottawa on April 12
thet estoblished the Committee. This exchange stemmed from a general
agreerent reached on June 7 of last year that the two Governments should
exchange information on problems of mutuel interest concerning the
industrial nobilization plenning activities of the two countries.

All members of the new committec were mresent end parti-
cipated in the reeting. These present were Mr. Herry J. Carmicheel,
C.M.G., Chairman, Industrial Defence Board of Cenada; Mr. Sydney D.
Pierce, C.B.E., Associate Deputy Hinister cf Tradc end Cormerce,
Cenade; Dr. John R. Steelman, Acting Chairman, Nationel Security
Resources Board, United States; and lr. Doneld F. Carpenter, Chairmen,
Munitions Board, United States. The function of the new committece is
to exchenge information end co-ordinonte the views of the two Govern-
ments in connection with planning for industricl mobilization in the
event cf an erergency.

There was generzl agrecment on the fellowing procedural
points pertzining to the Committeel!s crerations:
