This In-
cludes a crane, a dredge, a fiaating grain ele-
vator and a service boat. The fifty ton crane
Is being built by a weil knuwn Glaegaw firm,
and the dredge, whicli le af the ladder pattern,
la being constructed ln the saine place by Wm
Simone and Company. The service boat, whicli
wlll be a 125 foot, 1,000 h. p. craft, bufit on
aimilar Unaes ta the tug Sir Hugli Miean, used
by the Montreal Hlarbour Cammission, le belng
bulIt by the Smith Stock Company, of Middles-
bora, as is the fioating grain elevator. The
grain elevator, wlien completed, wIll be capable
of taking a load of 35,000 bushele and will be
able ta load In about four heurs. Mll the new
purcliases are expected out here ln the month
of June, and with the exception of the Crane,
ail will cross the Atlantic on their own eteamn.
The crane wiil probably not lie aesembled until
it arnTIvee in Quebea.'
