Cameco (Eldorado Nu-
clear)-March 30, 1989. (ü) CFB Trenton Main Base to
be reinspected in May, 1989. Cameco (Eldorado Nu-
clear) to be reinspected in May, 1989.

3. There are currently no plans to transfer PCBs
stored in Northumberland for destruction.
