Mr. Ron Fisher (Saskatoon-Dundurn): Mr. Speaker,
it is my honour and privilege to present a petition from
residents mostly of Kamloops and Campbell River who
urge Parliament to oppose Unitel's application to get
into the telephone business priniarily because of the
severe impact it will have on areas outside of our major
cities. It will negatively impact on the rural areas
tremendously.

'Me petitioners are also asking that hearings be held in
the communities concerning Unitel's application.

Mr. Jim Karpoif (Surrey North): Mr. Speaker, pur-
suant to Standing Order 36, I have a petition to present
from a number of people in British Columbia who are
concemred about the potential devastation of the phone
systemn if Unitel's application is granted. They caîl upon
the goverrument and the minister to oppose the applica-
tion, and to hold local hearings in areas that will be
affected, particularly outside the urban core.

Mr. Speaker, I have a number of petitions from people
throughout British Columbia: Campbell River, Comox,
Nanaimo, Cranbrook, Kimberley, Courtenay, Rossland,
Trail, Castiegar and Kaleden, in total about 500 signa-
tures.

These petitioners caîl upon the government, the
Minister of Communications in particular, to oppose the
bid placed before the CRTC regardmng Unitel's applica-
tion to carve off a piece of the long distance telecommu-
nications market.

The people are very concerned about the effect that
will have on telephone rates, particularly for those
individuals i communities outside major metropolitan
areas.

I would like to submit on their behaif these petitions
today.

Mr. Bian L. Gardiner (Prince George-Bulkley
Valley): Mr. Speaker, I have the honour to table i the
House today under Standing Order 36 a petition signed
by a number of residents of primarily the interior of
British Columbia who are expressing their concerns
about changes in telecommunications policy in Canada.
