I have tried to view these efforts of men much more lesrned
than myself, who had advantsages which never came my way, as nbaritfbly
as possible, I am perhaps viewing the whole thing from th Ny ong
angle, the dull, material standpoint of one who has had to deal with
material issues and who has had to secure practical resulte but this
is the way the whole thing sppesls to me - just an er njoyable teolkfect.
