The saloons are indeed causes of
intemporance, but they are themselves
but the effects of the unrostrained thirst
for drink. You must seck out the causo
of the cause and go to the foundation of
the heart, aud there drop in the sweeten-
ing word of religious influenco. Tell
the man that drunkenness is not a mere
half pardenable weakness made to ex-
cuge many oxcesses, into which ho falls
whilst in this state.
