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PROPOSAL FOR vittbnsits™
COMMITTEE WAS DROPPED

Sir Joseph Ward and Premier
Fisher Approved Plan, But it
Was Opposed by Sir Wilfrid
Laurier and General Botha—
Harcourt Not Anxious to Press
Scheme.

(Canodian Associated Press Cable.)

LONDON, June 8.—The imperial con-
ference yesterday resumed consideri-
tion of Rt. Hon, Louis ‘Harcourt’'s pro-
posa! for a standing committee. Far-
court, since the previous week's dis-
cussion, had circulated a mwemoran-
dum stating that the standlag com-
mtiee would, in effect, be a subsidiary
to the conference, meeting at more or
less :'egular.lnter\‘als for the transac-
t o of business referred to it by the
secretary for the colonies, with the as-
sent of the dominion governments. It
has been by no means uncommon, e
. caid, for the governments to nominate

; and use an advisory committee as an
riday aid to administration. Ministers found
£ them of great service as a method of
securing interchange of views among
_ public departments and commezcial in-

terests, both one and the other~being

adequéately represented in the com-

mittee. : o - %
composition of Committee,

Harcourt proposed that the commit-
tes:consist of a secretary for the colo-
nies, the parliamentary and permanent
upder secretaries, the assistant under
gecretary of the dominions, the Im-
periai conference secretary, the high
commissioners for Canada, Australia,
New Zealand, South Africa, the repre-
sentative of Newfoundland and the
secretary to the committee.

Wlile it was undesirable at the out-
set, he said, to define too precisely
the duties of such a committee, it must
be advisory and not executive. Therz-
fore therc is no necessity to confer
voting power. It must deal only with
matters . concerning a past conference
or preparaticns for an approaching
one. In all cases the Dominion gov-

_ernments should be consulted thru
their governors as to their willingness
for the submission of questions to the
committee. It would be unnecessary
to keep any detailed minutes of the
proccedingsa.

Not Anxious to Press Matter,

‘Harcourt wound up the memoran-
dum by reiterating that the imperial
government does not desire to press
the appointment of the standing com-
mittes upon the dominmions-df they were
unwilling to accept the proposal, - The
government, however, was  of the
opinion that such standing authority
might he of substantial advantage €e-
curing efficlency in the working of vt_he
business of the secretariat and of the
conference.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier said he did not
view the proposal with favor, but was
prepared to hear the views of the other
members upon it.

Sir Joseph Ward thought there would
be considerable improvement if some
such bridge as suggested existed be-
tween one imperial conference and an-
other. over which could be carried mat-
ters not brought to a final issue. While
he did nct agree with all suggestions
in the memorandum, he thought that
he existing machinery was not suf-
ficiently complete. with slight alter-
ations. Harcourt's suggestions would
meet the position.

Let Dominions Appoint.

Harcourt said that, in deference to
various criticisms, he proposed to omit
reference to the high commissioners as
representatives of the dominions, leav-
ing it for the different governments to
appoint whom they pleased to repre-
gent them on the committee.

Mr. Allan went on.to tell of the ridi-
culously low salaries received by some
of the missionaries on -the home tield
and of the struggles thru which they
go for the sake of proclaiming the gos-
pel in regions sometimes almost for-
saken, ‘sometimes _composed of men
who would rather see the minister and
his family starve to death than assist
in making his life comfortable, as it
should be. ‘

“The minister should not preach for
the sake of money, but he should be
ocontented with the apostolic salary.
He should be satisfied with ‘food and
raiment.’ But what did the master
mean when he said food and rajment?’

“Did he not mean proper raiment for
himself and family, with substantial

food, with sufficient money to' é¢du-
cate his children and buy the books re-
quired for “Hisvown’ npifft” and ‘educa-
tion? ' By clothing the Saviour. meant
decent wearing apparel and by food
he did not mean merély énough to hold
body and toul togéther. Christ meant
his ministers to live properly .and not
simply to lHve from hand to mouth,
not knowing frgm where the next meal
should come. * ~ ° .

“God Himself does not ask a man to
ive on less than proper food and rai-
ment, yet some of our pastors receive
stipends of $400 and $500 .par vear, out
of which they have to keep a house
and help everyone {in need.

NEW YORK, June 8—President Taft
wound up a strenuous day in this city
with' an ‘address to-night at the Hotel
Astor at the banquet of the Cotton Seed
Crushers’ "Association. He enlisted the
co-operation of the members of that as-
sociation in forcing senators. from the
south to vote for his pet reciprocity mea-
sure.

The preslden; pointed out that his ad-
ministration had secured a reduction of
one-eighth on the duty on cotton seed
oil ‘exported to Canada thru the operation
of the minimum  clause of the Payne-
Aldrich tariff. 'In the Teciprocity treaty,
however, he pointed out, the oll was to
be admitted free, The growth of the
trade was such as to justify the produc-
ers in expecting great advantage from
the agreement. In 1905 the value of cot-
ton seed oil introduced into Canada was
$213,000, whereas in the year ending March
31, 1911, "1t was $1,047,000, or a total ex-
port of 2,050,000 ‘gallons ‘of this oil.

The complete removal of a tariff bar-
rier, he added, would ‘greatly increase
this trade.

Mr. Taft said there was still broader ;
ground for appealing to the interests of
those who have the prosperity of the
gouth at heart.
