Local Improvement Abolition.

Treasurer Coady and. Assistant City En-
gireer Fellowes have reported to the Board
of Control upon the plan for abolishing the
local improvement system devised by Ald.
Spence’s special committee. The officials
in their report assume the local improve-
ment system is still to be continued regard-
ing sidewaiks. ;

They say: ‘‘We agree in understanding
that Bay-street, Jarvis-street, Sherbourne-
street, and, in fact, all streets on which
there are at present asphalt pavements, or
brick pavements on a concrete foundation,
must hereafter have their roadways maln-
tained and reconstructed out of the road-
ways maintenance fund, being general rates,
and that the property-owners fronting on
such streets having already paid for perma-
nent roadways under the local improvement
system, are hereafter to have the same class
of roadways maintained and reconstructed
at the general expense. g

The following are the concluding para-
graphs of the report:

The adoption of this report and the cre-
ation of the roadways maintenance fund
(which should be Mmited not to exceed a
certain amount annually) would have the
effect of gradually redncing the local im-
provement debenture debt and the annual
rates in connection therewith, while on the
other hand the general rate of taxation
would be increased annually. At the same
time there would be a tendency, .while the
estimates for the year were being consider-
ed, to cut down the roadway maintenance

| rate (which would necessarily be a heavy

one) below legitimate requirements with a
view ‘of keeping down the rate of taxation,
in consequence of which the works and ser-
vices might not be kept in proper condition,

The local improvement system, whatever
its faults, at all events regulated the ex- |
penditure on roadways and sidewalks, and
has had the effect of doing away with the
old ward grabbing system which prevailed
scme twenty years ago.

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A LITTLE BOY'S CRUELTY.

Only Eight Years Old, Joseph Buns-
by is in a Cell Charged With

$ Mansiaughter,

New York, Dec. 24.—Eight-year-old Jo-
seph Bunsby is a prisoner at Police Head-
quarters, Jersey City, accused of the mur-
der of five-year-old Maggie Faleria. The
specific  charge against the child is - man-
slaughter, and the police say that the little

boy deliberately committed the murder. The
tiny prisoner lived with his parents at No.
520 Hendersou-street, Jersey City. Maggia
Faleria lived next door at No. 522.

Little Bunsby was the leader of a crowd
of children who bulilt a big bonfire opposite
his home on Saturday night. Little Maggie
seemed particularly delighted with the play
that went on there. According to the po-
lice, young Bunsby seized the girl by the
laze by a
vicious shove.

The little girl fell on top of a blazing
barrel, and screamed in agony. Her dress
imavediately todk fire, and her clothing was
quickly burned off. She was taken to a
hospital, where she died during the night
without recovering consciousness. ;

As soon as the death was reported to the
police, they arrested iittle Bunsby and took
him, screaming and crying for fear, to
Police Headquarters, where he was locked
in a cell.
