0l1d Fashioned Geographies.

There is a great deal of noise made, the
Premier went on, because there is an old-
fashioned geography in use in the High
Schools. Unfortunately, geographies do not
improve with age. The Conservatives used
to scold if the echool books were
changed ofiten ; they said the gov-
ernment were playing into the
hands of the school book~Tlng. He ex-
plained that the Public School geography
is new, and the High School trustees have
the option of selecting the mew geography
for use in their schools. .

Turning from these matters he sald there
were questions of greater importance. The
main question was: Has the , government
kept up with the progressive spirit of the
age? Who Is there who will say that the
agricultural affairs of the province have
not been well looked after? The Pan-
Amerjcan Exposition proved that Ontario,
with its fwo millions of people, was abreast
of the greatest republic of modern times
in agricultural matters. At what time,
he enquired, did Mr. Whitney make a
suggestion that would improve the con-
dition of the agriculturists of Ontario?

Dryden’s Dakota Ran ch.

Of Mr. Dryden’s Dakota ranch Mr. Ross
observed : “They say Mr. Dryden has
taken a ranch in Dakota. I will tell you
that in the past two years Mr. Dryden has
spent five days looking after his ranch in
Dakota, and 725 days looking after the
affairs of the people of this province.”

In 30 years, he said, there had not been
a scandal in connection with the adminis-
tration of the public -institutions of the
province, and discussing educational mat-
ters, he asked if the boys and girls of
to-day were not better educated than their
parents. The high standing of Ontario’s
schools at Chicago and Paris was a suf-
ficlent answer to Mr. Whitney's criticisms.

The *“Build Up Ontario” plank was eluci-
dated in plain language. That was the
essence of the Liberal policy. They would
undertake the settlement of wunoccupled
lands by colonization and the projection
of railways. But Mr. Whitney asks: “Why
didn’t you begin earlier?’ Why did not
Columbus discover America earlier? It Is
easy to ask embarrassing questions. The
government would encourage the manu-
facture of the raw materials of the pro-
vinee. That is why they forbade the ex-
portation of saw logs. Mr. Whitney claims
that to be his suggestion, but the Premier
did not care much whose suggestion it
was so long as it was a good one. An-
other plank in the platform was the de-
velopment of the agricultural resources
of the province.

Who is Their Friend?

In reply to Mr. Whitney's tauni-that
the government were the friends of the
corporations, the Premier pointed out that
in 1880 they had introduced legislation
to tax the loan companies, but Whitney
proposed the six monthg' hoist. If Whit-
ney had his way there would be no tax
on corporations. Who is the friend of the
corporations? The party which taxes cor-
porations or the party which is prepared
to remit the tax? Mr. Ross suggested
that Mr. Whitney is prepared to throw
away $250.000 a year as a bid for the sup-
port of the corporations.

Concluding, Mr. Ross advised Lls hearers
not to change captaine in mid sea.

Canada Greatest Democracy.

The ‘nominee, Mr. Gross, wound up the
meeting with a five-minute epeech. Can-
ada, he declared, was a greater democracy
than the United States. Canadians were
under no obligations to the United States.
“We don’t expect anything from them;
they won't trade with anybody and we
eanh’t do anything with reciprocity” was
his observation concerning better trade re-
lations, and it found a response in the
great heart of the audlence.

C. J, THORNTON NOMINATED.

Hon. G. E. Foster Addresses West
