For British Columbia~Provisionsof the New

1t provides that the Govern-
ment may appoint as inspeator a man
who has had at least sevem years
practical experience in mining, who
must give his whole time to the duties
of the office. The Minkster of Mines
may, when he deems it necessary,
order an inspection of a mine, and the
inspector must report on the condition
