Paris. Sept. 15.—A French news­

paper correspondent tonight called up 
former Premier Clemenceau and ask­
ed “the Tiger” whether he would per­
mit his name to he used as a candi­
date for the presidency.

"I was too old to be elected last 
January,” replied M. Clemenceau, "and 
X feel top young (o accept now in 
case I was chosen. I am going into 
India’s Jungles to hunt tigers which 
is much less dangerous than French 
politics.”

Warsaw, Sept. 15.—il. Dombski, 
head of the Polish delegation which 
left Warsaw last night for Riga to 
conduct peace negotiations, said the 
instructions to the Polish representa­
tives were the same as those given 
the delegates before their departure 
for Minsk fgor the earlier conference 
with the Soviet emissaries. He Yle- 
clared that the Polish government 
had no intention of taking advantage 
of the victories gained over the Rus­
sians, who had reached the outskirts 
of Warsaw and then were pushed 
back, and that the Poles would not 
mak any effort to force upon the 
Soviet government terms which 
might be considered unfair.

“Poland’s aim is a peace of under­
standing and agreement,” declared 
M. Dombski, who said he felt posi­
tive that if the Soviet delegates en­
tered the negotiations with a good 
will to make peace they would be 
obliged to recognize the rightfulness 
and moderation of Poland’s attitude. 
He was of the opinion that in this 
event an agreement regarding' they 
peace preliminaries and an armis­
tice, as well as regarding the fron­
tiers of Poland and Soviet Russia^ 
would soon be reached”

from Danzig- to Riga in British tor­
pedo boats.

Hamilton, Sept. 15.—(Special).—A 
resolution calling for an explanation 
as to why a flat rate for Hydro power 
was not feasible was endorsed this 
afternoon at a meeting of the Ontario 
Municipal Electric Association, held in 
the city council chamber.

"We did not hear of flat rate until 
we got in some people who wanted 
something for nothing." declared Gor­
don Nelson, chairman of the local 
committee.

Another resolution favoring detailed 
reports from the provincial commis­
sion regarding shutdowns and inter­
ruptions was approved.

Speaking in support of a single as­
sociation. province-wide, R. F. Elliott, 
Kingston, said the present government 
had handcuffed the Hydro.

Beck’s Ability Not Realized.
"The people of the province do not 

fully realize the great ability displayed 
by Sir. Adam Beck in developing 
Hydro power,’’ he said. "It Is too bad 
that a man of such ability should have 
to put up with such picayune politics.’’

Delegate Elliott's resolution in favor 
of a single organization was approved, 
he .being instructed to communicate 
with the eastern association and 
negotiate for a union.

Regarding the suggestion that the 
telephone system be placed In the 
hands of the xOntario Hydro,Electric 
Power Commission, Willoughby Ellis, 
of the local board, moved that the 
association reaffirm Its previous reso­
lution and draw the attention of the 
government to the matter.

SonlÇ vf the depu­
ties recalled the masterly way in 
which Deschanel had presided over 
the debates in the chamber for nearly 
twenty years and expressed regret 
that within three months after at­
taining the post which thruout the 
whole of his political life had been 
his goal, an accident should deprive 
him of enjoying it.

It is generally admitted that both 
the chamber of deputies and the sen­
ate will convene at Versailles Septem­
ber 24.

The situation is not unprecedented, 
as Marshal MacMahon in 1879 Jules 
Grevy in 1887 and Casimir-Perier in 
1895 resigned the presidency.
