There are many versions of Sappho,l

;and in some cases, the least said about!

them the better. Last night’s production,
however, was not only entirely free from |
the least word or action of an objection-
able nature, but was distinctly of the!
same high standard as the .other dramatic
works in Mr. Brown's reprtoire. Artis-
tically it was one of the finest produc-
tions seen here.

It was a distinct triumph for Miss Pur-
nell, who essayed the title role, with a
wonderfully acute conception of its pos-
sibilities. Fannie Légrand, stripped of the
attributes with which many actresses of
note have clothed her, is really one of
the greatest emotional characters of the
kind ever placed on the stage, ranking
easily with Camille, Fedora, Magda and
others of that class—a woman with a
past. Miss Purnell’s conception of the
role was highly artistic and, best of all,
was never overdone. It was, by odds, the
best work she has yet given St. John and
was greatly enjoyed.

Alphonse Daudet’s famous drama of
French social life, recounts the story of
Fanny Legrand, of the demi-monde, who
broke many hearts and posed for the
statue of Sappho, which was modeled by
a sculptor who was infatuated with her.
At a fancy ball in Paris she met Jean
Glaussing a youth: from the country, who
was studying in Paris, and she promptly
fell in love with him. She laid siege to

not readily respond. The second act de-
picted Glaussin’s apartments in Paris,
where Fanny visits him and entreats him
to permit her to/remain. ' She remains
and enters the kitchen to prepare a
lunch. In the meantime Jean’s uncle,
Cessaire, arrives at his nephew’s quarters
and detects the ‘odor of perfume. His
wife follows her husband to the apart-
ments, and despite Jean’s atempt to pre-
vent her from detecting the perfume by
smoking a: cigar, she also catches the scent
in the air and her husband secretes Fan-
ny’s hat-just in time to avoid a scene.
She exacts a promise from Jean to return
to. his home on a visit and wed the daugh-
ter of a physician to whom he  ‘was be-
throthed. He gives as a reason for his
neglect to visit his sick mother, that he
suffered. from malaria for a month,
through which illness he was nursed by
Fanny. He assures his aunt that a wom-
an. is_not the cause of his stay in Paris.
Fanny abandons her house and carriages
and refuses to have leave Jean, who be-
lieves her to be.a worthy woman without

past.
In third act the scene changes to
a villa in a Parisian suburbs, where Jean
and Fanny are living, five years later.
Fanny is worn out by Jean’s jealously,
and his opposition to adopting a boy
which she is anxious to care for. Uncle
Cessaire reaches the cottage, and’ persuades
Jeam to return home and marry his
niece and prompted by him Jean asks
Fanny if the boy she is so eager to adopt
is not her own. She confesses that it is,
and that the father is Flamant, who was
pardoned that day after five years im-
prisonment for forgery, incurred by a de-
sire to appease Fanny’s appetite for glam-
‘or and riches. The climax of the act is
Jean’s departure, when Fanny makes a
desperate attempt to restrain him. He
leaves, however, and the fourth act shows
the villa with Jean’s trunks packed pre-
paratory for shipment. Jean returns to
the villa, and asks Fanny to accompany
him to South America, but she has al-
ready promised to marry Flamant the fol-
lowing day to repay him for his great love
and to be near her child, which Flamant
has. Jean, who is exhausted from walk-
ing, falls asleep on a couch, and Fanny
presses a note acquainting him of her plans
into his hand, and leaves the house for-
ever.

Miss Purnell was especially good in the
