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ARREST HORN ON
ANOTHER CHARGE

Y anceboro Holds Him For Bre‘ak-
ing of Windows—A Case of
1837

Vanceboro, Me., Feb. 4—Werner Horn,
~who attempted to blow up the interna-
tional bridge over the St. Croix River,
was arrested today on a warrant issued
by Geo. H. Smith, a local 'trial justice,
charging him with defacing and injur—i
‘ing buildings in Vancevoro.

The damage to’ the buildings was;
.caused by the’ shock of the explogion
vwhen Horn exploded the dynamite un-
der the bridge.

A Case in 1837

The Bangor Commercial says:—There
is no exact precedent to follow in thej
case of Von Horn but a nearly parallel!
case has been investigated by Dean W.
E. Walz of the University of Maine, pro-
fessor of international law. Dean Walz
said:

“In the absence of a full knowledge
of the real facts it would be useless
te discuss tae legal aspects of the case of
Von Horn. While there has been no
case precisely like it in the annals of the
United States, there has been' a case
somewhat similar that is bound to be
quoted in and out of court in connection
with the present affair. It is that of The
People vs McLeod, 1 Hill 877,25 Wendell
488, and 87 Am. Dec. 828.

“The facts were briefly these: On Dec.i
80, 1887, McLeod, a British officer, aid-;
ed in the taking and burning of the!
Caroline, an American boat, plying be-
tween Buffalo and Navy Island, carrying
supplies to men from tae state of New
York that had taken possession of Navy
Island, in the Niagara river, in upper
Canada, and were supported by citizens
of the United States, whose avowed ob-
ject was to carry the principles of free-:
dom and independence into that part of.
Canada, and’to separate that province
from the government of Great Britan.

“In doing this, McLeod shot one Dur-
fee, a United Staaes citizen, and was al-
leged, afterwards, to have himself admit-
ted that he had done so. McLeod was
seized by the authorities of tae state of

w York and held under an indictment
charging him with the murder of Durfee.
Habeas Corpus was then brought to
obtain MclLeod’s discharge. These events
at once brought Great Britdin and the
United States into the field Great Brit-
ain declared that McLeod had actedl as
an officer in the discharge of This duties
towards his sovereign queen and insist-
ed that the executive~department of the
United States should require the judici-.
ary of New York state to
prisoner from custody.

Great Britain, and in order to prevent
any conflict between the state and na-
tional authorities on so important a
subject, a statute was passed in 1842
providing that either of the justices of
the supreme court of the United States
or the judge of any district court of the
United States shall have power to grant
writs of habeas corpus in all cases of
any prisoner in jail or ¢onfinement where
he, being a subject or citizen of a foreign
state, shall be in custody by any author-
ity of the United States or any one of
them on account of any act done or com-
mitted under any alleged right claimed
under a commission of any foreign state,
the validity whereof depends upon the
law of nations. The act provides for the
discharge of suca a prisoner where it
should appear -that he is entitled to such
discharge by reason of the laws of na-
tions applicable thereto.”

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POLAND'S PLIGHT
FAR WORSE THAN
THAT OF BELGIUM

Almost Every House in Ruins,
Populace Forced to Roads—
Hedged in by Vast Armies

Petrograd, Jan. 1—(Correspondence)—
In spite of the fact that several commis-
sioners are at work iInvestigating the
devastation which Poland has suffered
during the German invasions, the acute
misery of its millions of inhabitants still
goes unrelieved. The destruction is so|
universal that it hardly seems possible
that it was the work of human agents.

Normally Poland is a pleasantly roll-
ing country, not unlike the American
middle west, fertile, agriculturally devel-|
oped, productive and prosperous, with its;
landscapes checkered with well-groomed
farms and patches of wood. It is now
bleak and scarred, almost every house is
in ruins, and the mutilated roads are
full of half-starved, half-frozen people
who have no homes and no possibility
of escaping from the charred remnants
of what once were their habitations.
