London, April 29—The Prince of
Wales has returned to the front, it was
announced today.

A SOLDIER’S FUNERAL,

(Amherst News).

Awe_ inspiring in its solemnity, was
the military funeral of the late Lance
Corporal William Elmere, of the 40th

{“DUMMY” BATTERY

: FOOLED THE GERMANS

Interesting incidents from the life of
the Canadian boys in the trenches are
told in a letter to Toronto from Capt.
K. D. Panton of the Field. Ambulance,
who writes:— :

“We have had a good taste of war.
Our men put up g dummy battery in a
field. close by, each gun made out of a
two-wheeled cart, a log of wood to re-
present the barrel and several oil. tins
around the back. Several of these were
put up and carefully - ‘hidden’ with
boughs of trees.

“A German aeroplane came along
soon, salled back again and within an
hour there was a rain of shells around
those dummies. Curiously enough, they
found out afterwards that some of the
dummies had been hit. Our real Batter-
ies are very carefully hidden and appar-
ently are hard to see from aeroplant
The guns and limbers are painted in
‘blotches of blue, green and grey, which
looks silly at first sight, but makes a
very neutral color. Then straw,
branches, eté, are put around and over
the pits in which the guns are placed. A
big howitzer. which I saw wa$ painted
in this manner, and when the ‘medical
officer in chargé there pointed it out to
me at a distance, I was very disappointed
in it—it looked small and rusty, almost,
and very inconspicuous.
