From. Their Work are Com-
ing—A Look Back at What

Has Been Done
o, TRl

Probably few people realize the amount
of workor the kind of work that is being
done in a quiet way to advance the inter-
ests of St. John and to make the city bet-
ter known as a place ‘to do business in
and to live in, The St. John Board of
Trade for some months has been engaged
in an active campaign to promote the wel-
fare and upbuilding of the city and they
have reason to believe that their efforts
are meeting with success. - Numerous in-
quiries have been received from manufac-
turers abroad concerning the possibilitizs
of St. John for industrial development and
it is apparent that attention is being di-
rected this way.

Investigations have been and'are being
made which reveal immense expansion in
certain lines of trade, manufacture and
transportation. Articles showing the
gmwth of the city in various ways have
been prepared and published in the daily
press and special articles have been sent
to papers and magazines abroad.  This
work is still going on and will be enlarged
as circumstances permit.

Good Advertising

IFor some time the hoard has been send-
ing out weekly news letters to more. than
100 newspapers in Canada and the United
States and the publication of these let-
ters cannot fail to attract attention to

Johin. The letters aim to give infor-
mation about the city and province that
would tend to show manufacturers that
this is a good location for industrial
plants. Up to the present time about
2,000 c¢olumns of news matter has been
gent out and it will continue week by
week. Expressions of appreciation have
been reccived from a’ large majority of the
papers receiving the letters.

In order to get the children of the pub-
lic “Eckiools ‘interduted “in the development
of St. John, members of the board con-
tributed $40 in cash prizes for the best es-
say on the subject by any of the school
children. About seventy essays were re-
ceived and the judges will make their
awards known in a few days.

To try to secure the goodwill of the com-
mercial travellers, a lot of neat cards were
printed and these were distributed in the
hotels weekly, biding the traveller wel-
come to the city and inviting him to visit
the board of trade rooms and look over
the papers of his home town. Many of the
travellers are availing themselves of the
opportunity.

Members of the board have personally
interviewed 143 manufacturers in St. John
urging them to make a display at the ap-
proaching Dominion Fair, and as a result
many manufacturers who would otherwise
have paid no attention to the matter, have
been induced to secure space. It also plan-
ned to have a unique board of trade ex-
hibit.

In its efforts to formulate some concrete
propositions to induce new industries to
establish here, the board has made cer-
tain recommendations to the common
council for its adoption. The eity author-
ities have also been asked to have an up-
to-date map of the city prepared, showing
the water and sewerage connection and
possible manufacturing sites with rail and
steamship connection. The preparation of
this map is now under way.
#In order to arrive at some conclusion
g5 to what line of manufacturing 8t.

- goods might, in the opinion of the mer-
chants, be profitably manufactured here,
. %sent to the business men of

the Mt g for their opinions and sug-
gestions. This ereated a great deal of in-
terest, as a large number of replies’ were
received, all of which contained good sug-
gestions and showed that a great deal of
thought had been given to the matter. A
number of these replies have been pub-
lished in the city newspapers.

The secretary of the board is in corres-
pondence with a large number of English
and United States manufacturers who are
contemplating a change from their present
Jocation or are considering the advisability
of establishing a Canadian branch.

Some of The Channels Used

Specially  prepared illustrated articles
regarding St. John and New Brunswick
have been supplied to papers such as the
Toronto (ilobe, New York Herald and
. Lewiston Journal, and an article relating
to camping in New Brunswick, with illus-
tration, was furnished to a newspaper in
Ireland. The Maritime Merchant also used
a specially prepared illustrated article.

Five thousand card hangers have been
distributed among the merchants from
time to time and their messages have done
much to stimulate civie pride in St. John
Seven different cards have been issued.
The first lot was sent to 500 citizens and
the subsequent six cards have had a cir-
culation of 730 each.
