MILAN, Italy, Aug. 4—A terrible 
accident has put an end to all the hopes 
of Emma Baruzzi, a young girl of 19, 
who lived in Milan with her father and' 
mother. She was happily engaged to a 
young man of 24, Mauro Cortesi, and 
they were to have been married soon.

Recently at the girl’s home Cortesi 
picked up a bottle of benzine to clean 
his gaiters. The bottom of the bottle 
came out and all of the benzine 
spilled, partly on the young man’s 
trousers and partly on the floor. 
The girl wanted him to change and to 
put on a pair of her father’s trousers; 
but Cortesi said, as he was just going 
home, it did not matter. He then re­
mained a little longer, talking, and the 
affair of the benzine was almost for­
gotten. At last he said good-night and 
stopped to light a cigarette as he was 
going, throwing away the match before 
it had gone out.

But a flame sprang up, for the match 
had fallen on the benzine on the floor. 
The girl and her parents screamed and 
Cortesi, anxious to prevent further 
damage, attempted to stamp out the 
fire without thinking of his own grave 
danger. In an instant the flames had 
attacked his own clothing, saturated 
with benzine, while the others looked 
on with horror.

On the basis of these figures for 
1922 Chicago had one murder for 
each 11,848 -of population, while 
Canada had one for each 166,919 
persons. Relatively, Chicago had 
thirteen times as many murders as 
all of Canada.

Another view of the local situa­
tion by contrast Is available be­
cause of the arrival of the annual 
report for 1923 of W. Norwood, com­
missioner of police of London. That 
shows 27 murders in the world’s 
metropolis for 1923, as compared 
With 270 for Chicago. Taking Lon­
don's population as reported for 1921 
Chicago’s for 1920, London had one 
at 7,480,201 for its greater area, and 
marder for each 278,896 persons, 
while Chicago had one for each 10,- 
006 of its inhabitants. With the 
population ascribed to the territory 
under the jurisdiction of the London 
county council, the British would 
pot make so good a showing.

» TANKS AID FRENCHThe fate of the murderers in the 
two cities ip the same year supplies 
more illuminating material.

Concerning "crimes of violence," 
Commissioner Norwood prints in his 
report:

“Twenty-seven cases of alleged 
murder of persons above one year 
of age were recorded (in 1923) as 
•gainst 28 in 1922, two cases of 
murder; by abortion being Included 
In the tigures of 1922. One murder 
ds included in the-figures of 1923, 
which was presumed to have been 
Oommitted in April, 1922, but was 
not known to the police until Oc­
tober, 1923.
' "In 17 cases, sixteen persons (one 
In respect to two murders), 
arrested. Nine were convicted and 
Sentenced to death—including a 
double murderer, four were found to 
be insane at the time of committing 
the offence, one was acquitted on 
the ground that the act was com­
mitted in self-defence, one died 
while awaiting trial, and one Is yet 
to be dealt with. In the other ten 
cases, three of which were double 

\ murderers, the murderers committed 
suicide. It may be pointed out that 
no case of unsolved murder occurred 
during the year.”

Nine were sentenced to death of 
the 27 London murderers in 1923; 
nine were sentenced to death of the 
270 Chicago murderers In that same 
year. In London only one was set 
free, while in Chicago 45 were found 
not guilty.

IMPORT BARRED.

Ottawa on July 14, under the Animal 
Contagious Diseases Act, prohibiting 
the Importation into Canada “of hay, 
straw, forage, fodder, manure, millfeed, 
or other materials for use in the feed­
ing of live stock; or other merchan­
dise, packed in hay, straw or other fod- 
dersMfrom the Empire of Japan,” on 
account of an outbreak of contagious 
pleuro-pneumonia or lung plague in 
cattle to that country. Importers plac­
ing orders for nursery stock in Japan 
were advised to notify their shippersl 
accordingly, and were also referred to 
the memorandum to importers issued 
on May 4.
