Never in History Has the
Moral Principle at Issue in
.a War Been Clearer Than
at Present '

Since August, 1914, the nations have
been groping in darkness about the mean-
ing of the world-crisis, according to
Dean Albion W. Small, of the Univer-
sity of Chicago. At first the unsophisti-
cated -saw/ifi it only a local European
quarrel. Then it relentlessly engulf #
the world. Slowly but surely the trif.
has dawned #pon the minds of the Am-
erican peopls as to the significance of the
world-conflict. “Never in history has the
moral principle at issue in a war been
clearer than in the present struggle,” de-
clares Dean Small in the second of the
“University of Chicago War Papers,”
just issued from the press of that uni-
versity.

In the opinion of - this distinguished
sociologist, who has spent many years
in Germany, it is not necessary to find a
convineing answer to the question, What
has caused the war? Nor is the present
crisis primarily a struggle of race against
race, or ruler against ruler, of trader
against trader, of war lord against war
lord, of this form of government against
that form of government, The vital is-
sue is: “The world is divided today be-
tween a group of nations whose units
have delivered themselves over o the
dictation of an artificial, arbitrary, anti-
moral, militaristically imposed code, ac-
cording to which force is the arbiter of
right, and another group of nations
driven by the instinct of self-preservation
into championship of & -morality which
ﬁfs its appeal to justice as its stand-
