Most
of the furniture and other contents of the
main house were removed in time to save
them, and as the wind was not blowing
towards the barns these also escaped. The
loss, however, is heavy and Mr. Fino has
no insurance. The cause of the fire was a
defective flue. :

‘negs. This will mean the removal here of
at least twenty workmen and their famil-
ies and the present foundry building will
be extended towards the river and nearly
doubled in size to look after the manu-
éncturing end of the business.. The foun-

Iry has been running at nights for some
time and the workmen can hardly keep up
to the demands made upon them.

“Victoria” on Her First Trip To-
day — Oconee Ready for Su-

The steamer ®Victoria made her first
trip up river this morning since the open-
ing of navigation this year, leaving In-
diantown . at eight o’clock, in charge of
Captain Day.

Vienna, . July . 22—Those: Jews: who . dis-
gent from the Zionist movement; with Is-
rael Zangwill at their head, - have now
found; two mew countries “where. Hebrew
settlers could form a majority and eo se-
etire -an autonomous administration. The
advantages of these latest' lands' of prom-
ise. are mow ‘under consideration. ‘

One: of ‘them is'the Portuguese colony of
Angola, in:South-West ‘Africa’ and the
other a Central American state which may
not' yet be: mentioned- as negotiations' are
still in progress. :

In: this connection a congr of . the
Jewish Territorial Organization, with ‘Mr.
Zangwill ‘in ‘the chair, sat here for four
days ‘with closed doors. "It was learned
that Mr. Zangwill pointed out the great
difficulties that ‘had been encountered in
finding' a’ suitable country. In 1907 Turk-
ey, fearing.an Itslian occupation, offered
them Barca (or Cyrenaica), the eastern di-
vision of Tripoli, but this proved unsuit-
able for colonization owing to the lack of
water. : :

An attempt to get land in Australia fail-
ed owing to what Mr. Zangwill ‘described
as the narrow-mindedness of the labor par-
ty there. Offers in Mexico and Paraguay
had to be rejected, owing to the umsettled
state of political affairs in thoee countries.
The proposal to work some concessions O
a Brazilian railway company also' ‘fell
through, owing to the concessions proving
insufficient.

There remained but Angola, a rich and
fertile country under the Portuguese flag,
and.a certain Central American state. The
Portuguese chamber has passed a bill
opening the former country.to Jewish set-
tlers.

The congress passed a vote of thanks to
the Portuguese chamber, and a committee
was formed to etudy the merits of the two
projects, together with the London coun-
cil of the Jewish Territorial Organization.
A land mortgage and agricultural bank,
with a capital .of two million pounds ster-
ling, will be established in London.

The council elected Mr. Zangwill, presi-
dent; Mayer A. Spielmann, (London), and
Doctor Jochelmann, (Kieff), presidents of
the international council of the organiza-
tion.-

Walking up to him
he said: “Captain Smith, how are you?”’
