THE HERRING FISHERIES-. ANNUAL mmWHALES HÂVE RETURNED.H BOARD EMKm ESTABLISH ;«What- an Authority Has to Say as to 
This Industry on Pacific -Coast.

Sulphut Bottoms Are Being Cduglit— 
Ore Frofn- New Strike Arrives 

Oti Queen City. Of 11 MilTEACHING STUFFthe
Last summer Victoria was- visited by 

George Bain, editor of the Nairnshire 
Tblegraph, Scotland, whose mission to 
this country was to Inquire into its 
fisheries. Mr. Bain spent some time 
on the: Atlantic coast before craning 
west, and while here told of the suc­
cessful experiments then being con­
ducted on the Atlantic coast by John 
Cowie, who was Invited to this country 
by the Dominion government to de­
monstrate the Scotch method of her­
ring curing. In a very interesting let­
ter appearing In the Banffshire Jour- 

'nal, Mr. Bain tells of his visit to Can­
ada and describes the conditions of 
fishing as he found them here. Speak­
ing of the herring run on the Pacific 
coast and the prospects of building- up 
a big industry in that line, Mr. Bain 
says:

“I think there Is every probability of 
a remunerative herring fishing being 
established' there. I Was informed on 
every hand that the coast of British 
Columbia, from November till March, 
simply teems with herrings, at times 
filling every bay and inlet; and often 
left rotting in ridges on the beach, 
where they were stranded. Those 
caught at Vancouver and Nanaimo 
are, however, small in size, and so oily 
that the^ are difficult to etire tf kept 
any tin*.

News of the return of the schools of 
whales to the west coast of this Island 
after the big leviathans had pursued 
the run of herring, which a few months 
ago; swarmed in these waters, war 
brought to the city by the steamer 
Queen City, which arrived before noon 
Friday. As the steamer passed the 
whaling station at Sechart the Orion 
was seen towing two big sulphur bot­
toms In front sea. These whales are a 
great deal larger and more valuable 
than the humpbacks which until re­
cently have been more plentiful than 
the other variety.

The Queen City brought from Yreka 
ten tons of ore from the new strike 
made on the June group: This ore is- 
said to be very rich and a great deal 
will depend Oh the value obtained from 
it. The ore Is being shipped to the 
Crdfton smelter.

Another interesting piece of Informa­
tion brought from the coast Is the re­
port that the company building the big 
shingle mill at Mosquito Harbor, Clay- 
oqudt, is losing no time in making 
ready for their plant. Loggers are at 
work getting out timber. There are 
several engines to the woods and the 
scene of activity to the particular lo­
cality is a very BHifc one.

Oh the last trip of the Queen City 
eleven men were sent down to: the 
camp, and on the next voyage it' lb said; 
45 more Will leave ftir the saine point. 
On the company’s wharf at Mosquito 
harbor there are 300 tons of machinery 
ready to be Installed Irt position once' 
the new buildings for accommodation 
of the same are completed.

A number of the sealing fleet were 
seen at the different ports en route to 
Quatsinh. Several of these have not 
yet received their Indian crews. Cap­
tains “of vessels are negotiating with 
the natives and It is expected that be­
fore long some arrangement will be 
reached between the two.

Çhris. Spencer Interviewed on Experiences 
in Great Britain—The Recent 

Elections.

After an absence of tour months, 

during which time he visited most ot 
the large commercial centres of the 
United States, Great Britain and 
France, Chris Spencer, of Spencer’s 
Arcade, has returned. Although tidr. 
Spencer spent the; greater part of his 
time visiting factories and making pur­
chases for the augmentation of the 
stocks of the Victoria and Vancouver 
stores he was much interested, while in 
England, in the elections, seizing every 
opportunity to attend meetings and 
thoroughly enjoying the excitement 
displayed by the contesting parties.

Among other places Mr. SpenCer Vis­
ited London, Manchester, Bradford, 
Leeds, Nottingham, Glasgow, Belfast 
and Parle. In conversation wtth a 
representative of the Times this morn- 
tog he stated that he had laid'in the 
largest supply in all Unes that had 
ever been obtained for one Season by 
bis firm. His Investigations had de­
monstrated conclusively that all raw 
commodities were on the upward in­
cline and that the manufactured arti­
cles, though they don’t yet show; any 
marked Inclination in that way, mast 
soon follow the same course. TMs was 
particularly the case With eottdn, wool, 
leather and silk. He couldn’t say de­
finitely what was the cause of the 
gradual and rather alarming alteration 
to the condition of the markets, but, of 
course, had heard all kinds of Reasons 
expressed during the progress Of " his 
journey.

Cotton, it was said, was becoming 
dearer because of the speculation 
throughout the United States. The 
practice was becoming too general and 
having a damaging effect Upon trade. 
Others claimed that the short crops âc- , 
counted for the difference. Probably, 
Mr. Spencer added, a combination of 
the two solutions to the problem had 
brought about the result mentioned. 
Those dealing in wool were existing 
“from hand to month,” so to speak. 
The stocks were never smaller or more 
uncertain of being replenished than at 
the present time. In that line the con­
dition was really serious and the effect 
would be felt if there wasn’t an im­
provement in the very near future. 
With regard to leather, Mr. Spèncèr 
contended that it was being put to tdo 

The increased popularity

The annual meeting of the British 
and Foreign Bible Society was held in 
the Centennial Methodist church 
Thursday night, and was largely at­
tended. Noah Shakespeare presided, 
and: several short but stirring addresses 
were made, eulogistic of the good work 
being done. Heretofore, this province 
was under the control of the Upper 
Canada Bible Society, but has been 
lately reorganized, and with Alberta, 
now forms a branch of the Canadian 
Bible Society. This change does not 
affect- the affiliation with the British 
Foreign Bible Society.

Previous to the public meeting, there 
was a meeting of the executive com­
mittee, at which a great deal of routine- 
business was transacted.

Mr. Shakespeare in calling the pub­
lic meeting to order, extended a Well­
come to all, and hoped that there 
would be no lack of enthusiasm an the, 
part of friends. There was much work 
for a Bible society to do in this new 
and rapidly increasing western coun­
try, and no effort should be spared in 
placing The Word In the hands of 
everyone.

A. Lee, secretary, read the annual 
report, which was as follows:

“Mr. President, Ladies and Gentle­
men:—Never before in human history 
were so many millions of Bibles circu­
lated as in recent years. Last year 
5,857,(100 complete or portions, were desr- 
seminated by the British and: Foreign 
Bible Society. In 390 different langue 
ages or form of speech the society has 
produced and sent forth the Word ot 
Life to mankind. Seven out of every 
ten human beings in the world may 
now have it In their own tongue., Tet 
some 450,000,000 of our fellow men have 
no portion of the Bible in any language 
they can understand. Scores ot trans­
latera, revisors, and native assistants 
are working upon fresh versions. 
Twelve new names of languages were 
added to the society’s list of transla­
tions during the past year. The Churqh 
of England draws upon the Bible so­
ciety for most of the translations. It 
uses in missionary work: The Church 
Missionary Society, 96; the Society For 
Propagation of the Gospel, 60; the 
Presbyterians obtained, 60; Methodist, 
50; Congregationalist and Baptists and 
other reformed churches nearly all the 
scriptures necessary for. their foreign 
missions. The books cost practically 
nothing to the several churches, but 
much to our’society. Nine hundred and 
fifty colporteurs of the society, In 27 
different countries, sold last year two 
and a quarter million copies of scrip­
ture. About 350,000 copies of Russian 
and Japanese scriptures were distri­
buted among troops on their way to 
the front, among sick and wounded in 
hospitals and among prisoners of war, 
bringing many testimonies of good re­
ceived. Seven hundred Christian Bible 
women, working under different church 
missions in the East, are maintained 
by the society. For the blind in their 
own types, for city missions, homes 
and refuge, police courts, hospitals, 
barracks, sailors’ rests, and all man­
ner of philanthropic Institutions, grants 
of scriptures are made by the society. 
This world wide work costs the parent 
society $1,270,000. Over 144,000 people 
entered Canadian territory from across 
the sea, and the line during the past 
year. One-half of these were British. 
What a comopolitan multitude the 
other half! Galicians form one-twelfth 
part of the population of the North­
west. Over 60,000 are said to have set­
tled there, and chiefly beside the Sas­
katchewan, The Bible society has 
translations of scripture in the mother 
tongue of all races in Canada. Col- 
porteus are at work, but in altogether 
inadequate numbers. More of these 
Bible messengers must be sent out 
among the tens of thousands in lumb­
ering, logging and mining camps in our 
own province, the Ottawa and Mari­
time Provinces, to t"he homesteads on 
the prairies, Roman Catholics of Que­
bec province, to seafaring men on the 
Atlantic and Pacific coasts.
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“Resolved, that Mrs. Brown be in­

When the boys came in from 
fire drill Ray looked down and acted 
suspicious.

fisherman engaged to tlto-halibut in­
dustry, and he told me that they had 
frequently come across vast shoals of 
herring of a large size near Charlotte’s 
Sound, and he was satisfied that these 
could be cured and made marketable. 
As to the abundance of herring, I think 
there can be no doubt. At the same 
time, It must be borne In mind that 
there is no organized trade in herrings.
A firm sends a consignment or two to 
Australia, but the great niarkets hr the 
far east have not been opened up. If 
the- herrings caught at Vancouver can 
be cured, or if a better description of 
herring can be found further north, 
there is every reason to believe that a 
large export trade could be established, 
but to do so will require, as at home, 
the combination of the ffsheurer, fish- 
buyer, and fisherman—-in short, the 
trade must be put on a proper commer­
cial basis. If the mattetr is gone into 
on a business footing, I have little 
doubt bift the Canadian government 
would assist as it is always ready to 
do to any new enterprise for the benefit 
of Canada. It would certainly be an 
inducement to Scottish fishermen to go 
out there if they were offered free 
grants of land in the -neighborhood of 
the fishing station. As the expenses of 
the class of boats suited to1 the-require­
ments of the Pacific coast is beyond 
the means of the generality of fisher­
men, it would be well also to have a 
scheme for making advances of a cer­
tain proportion of the cost of the ves­
sel, to he repaid within a fixed: period 
of time. In this way a better class of 
câlonists than mere hired hands would 
be introduced and settled with their 
families on the coast:- It would give 
the spring necessary ter sustained indi­
vidual effort and enterprise.

"British Columbia," "adds Mr., Bain, 
"appears to have put1 all its strength 

' Into the salmon fisheries. One does not 
wonder at it when one sees the won­
derful run of these fish. This was the 
year of the big run—it comes once 
every four years. I was at Steveston, 
at the mouth of the Fraser river, the 
day after one of the biggest runs on 
record. The boats had been restricted 
to 200 fish each, but the average catch 
per boat was 400. The canneries could 
not take them, and half the catch had 
therefore to be thrown into the sea.”

As to climate, Mr. Bain says: “The 
fishing industry is carried on under 
ideal conditions—in summer a warm, 
sunny climate, with the water unbro­
ken by even a ripple for hundreds of 
miles—not until you hâve sailed north 
as far as Charlotte’s Sound do you 
meet with broken water or tidal waves. 
In winter, there is a rainy season, but 
little or no snow falls, and the tem­
perature is very mild. The coast, both 
on the Mainland and Island is deeply 
indented with inlets from the sea, 
forming natural harbors.”

This Time, However, in Management 
of St. Francis Hotel. Inst.

The Hotel St. Francis, which has 
passed under the management of J. G. 
Voss, of Tilikum fame, will be opened 
under felicitous auspices on Tuesday 
next. It is the intention of the captain 
to celebrate his embarkation on this 
neW venture by a social gathering in 
which he hopes the citizens—ladies and 
gentlemen, alike—will be largely repre­
sentative. A feature of the evening 
will be a lecture by the manager on
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When the C. P. R. steamship Tartar 
arrived at William Head quarantine 
station from points in the Orient this 
morning Dr. Watt, Dominion quaran- | 
tine officer, discovered a case of small­
pox aboard. It was the first to come 
under his attention for a year or more, 
and he took prompt measures to pre­
vent the spread of the disease, accord­
ing to the regulations laid down in the 
quarantine law. No one on the steam­
er was allowed to land and ardors were, 
at once Issued to make everything in 
readiness for the accommodation of the 
crew and passengers on shore. The 
patient, a Chinese boy, a member of 
the crew so far as could be learned by 
telephone this morning. He was taken 
down with the disease on the 8th Inst. 
What was done to Isolate him aboard 
could not be ascertained up to the time 
of writing, there being little communi­
cation with shore up till noon. Dr. 
Watt himself Is still aboard. He has 
sent to the city for a number of guards 
who will keep watch about the quaran­
tine station in order to prevent the pos­
sible escape of anyone from the -station 
and until these reach quarantine no 
one from the steamer will be allowed 
to land.

The Tartar carries 50 saloon passen­
gers and 175 in the steerage, composed 
largely, it is presumed, of Chinese and 
Japanese. The steamer should also 
have aboard between seventy and 
eighty of a crew. It is probable that 
all these will be detained thee full 
period of Incubation, which is 18 ‘days 
in Canada. They will be vaccinated 
and will live ashore in the quarters 
provided for such emergencies at Wil­
liam Head. As for the steamer, she 
will be held until thoroughly fumigated 
and may then be allowed to depart 
with a new crew. She has a full cargo 
of general merchandise, of which 100 
tons is destined for this city.

The malls will also be fumigated, but 
after they have been so treated it Is 
thought they will be allowed to pass 
quarantine.

The Tartar is one of the C. P. R. 
steamers regularly operated between 
British Columbia and the Orient. She, 
as also the entire fleet of the company, 
are very carefully guarded against any 
possible outbreak of smallpox such as 
has now occurred. In fact every pre­
caution is taken at the Japanese ports 
where she calls to prevent any small­
pox germs being carried across the 
ocean, and the present instance may 
be taken as wholly unavoidable.

One of the first meet­
ings at which he was present was that 
in Albert Hall, London, when Sir 
Henry Campbell-Bannerman gave the 
first public pronouncement of his .po­
licy. While there he saw many of the 
leading public men, among whom Was 
John Bums, the labor advocate, of 
whom so much has been heard Since 
the return of the Liberal party some 
months ago. During the proceedings 
Mr. Bums was called upon, according 
to Mr. Spencer, but did not respond. 
Another bit of excitement was .pro­
vided by the uproar created by a num­
ber of woman suffrage advocates. 
Quite a, crowd had collected, Mr. 
Spencer says, and managed to inter­
rupt the progress of the programme 
very effectively by energetically wav­
ing flags and banners, shouting and 
Singing. Finally they had to be for­
cibly removed, 
these rendered the campaign exceed­
ingly lively and the outcome, the re­
turned Victorian stated, caused a tre­
mendous sensation throughout the old 
land, it being one of the most pro­
nounced upheavals In history.
