TELLS HIS STORY

Says Pettibone Bought Him His'

FISHING BOATS SlWAMPED.

One Man Lost His Life—Number of

severe southeast gale swept over the
| Sound. A report reached -Seattle last
{ night, given by Capt. Chanaud, of the
| fishing  schooner Quinault, that Thos.
{ Nelson, of Ballard, had been drowned
and that four more were missing. Late
| in the afternoon the four men and
| many others made a safe landing,
though Nelson went to his doom.

The waters off Skagit Head were
dotted by fishermen® boats. The bay
was serene and there was no warning
until a gale swept upon the unsuspect-
ing men seemingly coming without an
introductory puff of wind. The cap-
sizing of the fifteen or twenty small
boats occurred immediately. Thomas
Nelson doubtless would have escaped,
in the opinion of his mates, had not
his foot fouled a rope as he pitched
overboard. The gale bore his boat be-
fore it with such gpeed that he was
unable to free himself either from the
tautened- gear about his ankle or the
oilskin clothing he wore, and when the
body was recovered on a sand bar in
Cultus Bay it was seen that Nelson

{
had made desperate attempts to liber-

ate himself.

CONDITIONS
IN LEAD MINES

HIGH PRICE HAS
WIPED OUT BOUNTY

G. 0. Buchanan the Commissioner,
Who is in City, Gives lateresting
Facts.

G. O. Buchanan; the Dominion gov-
ernmeint commissiner for lead bounty,
is staying at the Driard. He stated in
an interview with 'a- Times reporter
this morning that there has been mno
lead bounty earned under the terms of
the act for more than a year. This he
attributed to the high prices prevail-
ing and being still. maintained -in the
London market, the present prices be-
ing £20, which mesans that no bounty
will be earned during the remainder of
this month, which ‘ends the fourth year
from the inauguration of the Bounty
Act of July 1st, 1903,

The total amount earned in bounties
since the act has been in operation is
$618,000 approximately, made up as fol-
lows, for Mr. Buchanan Wwas quoting
from memory: For the first year, 1903-4,
$195,000; for the second, 1904-5, $337,000;
for the third, 1905-6, $90,000; whereas
for the fourth year, inding June 30th,
up to the present, no bounty has been
earned. Since the -1st of January eof
the present year the prices in London
have scarcely varied at all, and what
little cariation has, been quoted  has
only been between £19 and £20 the long
ton, and what is more there ig no im-
mediate prospect of a fall.

This
year, however, there will be a slight
falling off, due to an insufficiency in
the fuel supply, because the coal
mines have been worked at irregular
periods during the past year, owing to
labor troubles, which have resulted in
the scarcity of fuel at the smelters.

Mr. Buchanan was of the opinion.that
the mines of the Slocan camp were not
as active as they once wére. From the
papers the government commissioner
noticed, d merely quoted from the
press report, . that the Payne mine,
which has had difference for some time
past, and was put up to sale at public
auction, was-bought in by Senator
Forget, who was interested in it with
a view to putting it under a new man-
agement. It is thought that the senator
has acted wisely in doing this, if the
teport is true, because the Rambler-
Cariboo mine, near to it, has just eom-
pleted a long tunnel and found ore at
1,400 feet in depth. Therefore it is
reasonable to conclude that a tunnel at
a similar depth will be run on the
Payne, the condition of the mine be-
ing considered promising for such de-
velopments.

Mr. Buchanan being ‘pressed by the
Times correspondent as to the labor
condition of the country, knew of noth-
ing of interest in his official capacity,
but he kindly gave the opinion of
others as currenly held in the district.
It was generally held that there was a
great scarcity of labor. The officials
of the White Water and Ruth mines
have told their friends that they are
unable to get men from anywhere for
their work.

TEACHERS MAY STRIKE.

Will Fight Any Attempt By Chicago
School Board to Break Up
Federation.

Chicago, June 13.—Backed by the
Chicago Federation of Labor, the
Teachers’ Federation is preparing to
fight any attempt which may be made
by the new school board to break up its
union and threatens to declara a strike
and boycott against the schools. As
one of the principal items in their
plans of aggression the teachers are
preparing to see that every member of
the labor unions of Chicago will take
his children out of the public schools
at the first intimation from the schogl
board that it will carry into effect the
declaration of President Otto C.
Schneider that teachers must abandon
their union.

President Schneider refused to dxs-
cuss the threatened conflict. “I do not
want to commit myself at this time as
to any steps which may be taken
against the teachers’ union,” he said.
“There will be time enough to talk
later.”

The Federation of Labor proposes to
treat the guestion of union teachers as
they would treat any question where
union members are involved in a lock-
out.

EIGHT MEN EXECUTED.

Riga, Russia, June 12.—Eight politi-
cal prisoners were executed here to-day
for participating in the recent disor-
ders in the central prison which was
the subject of an interpellation in the
lower house of parliament regarding
the tortures inflicted on prisoners at
Riga.

ENGINES COLLIDE.

Two Men Killed and Several Seriously
Injured in Accident in California.

Santa Cruz, Cal., June 12.—An acci-
dent occurred yesterday on the big
Three line of the Southern Pacific. Jas.
Forester, an engineer, and Charles
Capelli met death in a headon colision
between engines. Three other persons
were seriously injured, while about 14
Japanse had broken bones and cuts
about the body and face.

FIGHT IN BOAT.

Montreal, June 12.—Two men lost
their lives last night as a result of a
drunken row in a boat opposite Longue
Point. The victims are Alfred Focault,
18 years old, and Arthur Cote, 18. There
were three in the boat, and Albert Go-
lette, the survivor, states that he and
Cote were in a clinch when the boat
capsized. Golette managed to keep
hold of the upturned boat, but the
other two were carried down the river
by the current.

WIRELESS FOR
(OAST POINTS

WILL BE INSTALLED
DURING THE SUMMER

Hon. W. Templeman Informs Cap-
tain Troup of Government’s Inten-
tions--Making Arrangements

(From Thursday's Daily.)
Captain Troup, general supérinten-
dant of the Pacific Coast Steamship
service of the C. P. R,, returned to the
city yesterday morning after & \'islt to

house Board of Canada. Many inter-
esting matters came. up before’ the
lighthouse board, but the matter of su-
premest importance iupon  which Cap-
tain Troup brings news to-the city, is
with reference to the erection of wire-
Jess stations along the coast.

“The aecting minister of marine -and
fisheries, the Hon. William Templeman,
informed me,” said he, “that arrange-
ments were in progress for the instal-
lation of several government wireless
stations this summer along the coast
of British Columbia. One of these will
be situated at Pachena Point and there
will also be another on the ‘west coast
of the Island.”

Captain Troup could give no further
details of the matter but the above
statement is highly interesting in view
of the faect that it is the first authen-
tic information -which has reached Vic-
toria of the government’s intentions in
this respect.

As previously announced in the
Times, it is believed that one of the
stations will be at Cape Lazo in the
east .coast of the Island;, and ‘that in
all probability another will be situated
in the vicinity of Prince Rupert. 'The
system which will be installed, has as
far as/can be gathered, not yet been
decided upon. A few weeks ago Cap-
tain Yardley, a representative of the
Marconi system was in both Victoria
and Vancouver and was understood to
be making .investigations as to sites.
Captain Yardley has been in communi-
cation with the marine and fisheries de-
partment at Ottawa for some time past,
and from all information which* has
come to hand, it is understood that the
Marconi system will be the ene used
along this seaboard.

When asked if the C. P. R. still ad-
hered to its intention of installing the
wireless system on the coasting vessels,
Captain Troup said that they had made
no alterations in the plans. Both the
steamer Princess May and the new
vessel, the Princess Royal, would be
equipped with the system, and would
be ready to act in concert with the gov-
ernment stations when these were
erected.

It was shown, however, by the defence
in cross examination that Paulson lent
Orchard $300 just before he left Wallace
for Caldwell, shortly before the mur-
der of Steunenberg.

assassination.

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DUNDONALD'S
RETIREMENT

NO ENPLOYMENT
OFFERED T0. Hil

01d Age Nothing to Do With His
Being Passed Over By
Authorities.

London, June 13.—“I have retired be-
cause the British authorities have of-
fered me no employment since I was
‘turned out’ of the Canadian militia for
paying attention to political corruption
in the appointment of officers,” is the
published explanation made by Earl
Dundonald, whose retirement from the
post of lieut.-general, led to the recent
promotion: of Major-General Baden-
Powell.

The Earl says his being given noth-
ing to do was not due to oid age, be-
cause thirteen years remained before
the old age clause affected his pres-
ént rank, and that he considered fav-
oritism is bound to destroy the effi-
ciency of any military force.

ILL TREATMENT
OF JAPANESE

TOKIO PAPER URGES -
PROMPT ACTION

| Des Mot Advocate War Bt Com-
-mercial Retal'alwn--?npular
Indignation Growing

Tokio, June 13.—Several papers this
morning print photographs of Japanese
restaurants in ’Frisco. This appeals to
the eye, 'coupled with the strong words
describing sufferings of - compatriots,
has further influenced popular indig-
nation.

The Nichi Nichi commenting on the
photographs, says: “The situation is
doubtless grave and calls for prompt
measures by both governments.”

The Hochi says: “The stage for
negotiations has passed and therefore
the time for action has been reached.”
The paper says further that it does not
advocate war, but commercial ~ retali-
ation.

The newspaper men of this city were
summoned to appear before the home
department to-day and were officially
advised to abstain from the publication
of any matter of an inflammatory or
agitating nature on the American ques-
tion.

Would Oppose War.

London, June 13.—“Such a contin-
gency as an outhreak of war between
the United States and Japan is regarded
by ‘educated Japanese as inconcelyv-
able,” cables the Tokio correspondent
of the Times, who says that if the pro~
gressives are inclined to stir up agita-
tion for the defence of Japan’s treaty
rights, they themselves would take the
lead in denouncing such a war if there
was any real danger thereof.

Must Be 'Cautious.

Honolulu, June 13.—United States
commissioner of immigration Sergent
has instructed local immigration offi-
cers to continue the careful inspection
of Japanese immigrants, but to dis-
continue photographing and to handle
diplomatically all questions that may
arise. The local federal officers are
alleged to have discovered that mem-
bers of the Japanese naval station here
have been communicated with directly
by their home government and not
through the Japanese consul.

MAN KILLED.
Met Death When Temporary Bridge in
a Sky Scraper Collapsed.

New -York, June 13.—The collapse of
a temporary bridge on the second floor
of a sky scraper at Courtlandt and
Church streets last night caused the
death of one man and the serious in-
jury of three others.

The accident was due to gross neglig-
ence on the part of employees of the
contractors, and the foreman of . the
cement gang has been arrested charged
with homicide. The dead man is James
Pringle, 28 years. Had the accident oc-
curred five minutes later the dead and
injured might have been appalling, as
more "than 100 men were gathering to
receive time checks when the crash
came. The police authorities claim the
bridge .was overloaded. with cement
bags.

Thomas Hoddinott, who has just died
at Sherborne, Dorset, at the age of
ninety- four, lived and died in the same
house in which be was born,
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
