The governor stated that it was the duty
| ‘of every good citimen to ‘take an active

dependence upon the people.

“My experience is that those who stand
foremost in the synagogue of a Sunday
and are engaged in bribing aldermen the
rest of the week, or getting up stock job-
bing schemes to defraud the widows and
orphans, are the most dangerous members
of society.

“It is the duty of the government toe
protect the weak against the strong, the
poor against the selfishness of -wealth. I
say right here that unless the Republican
party comes out as the champion of the
average man and his welfare, and unless
it ceases to cater to syndicates, trusts and
monopolies, it will be buried in oblivion.
We must begin by advocating a municipal

; ownership of natural monopolies and take
{ away from them the item of profit and re-

lieve the wage-earner to that extent.”
