London, Dec. 17.—In the course of a
long statement in the House of Commons
to-day Premier Balfour said there “was
no such thing as a ‘“peaceful blockade,”
a state of war actually existed with
Venezuela, and an intimation of ~ the
blockade would be shortly given to the
powers,

Mr. Balfour added that the blockade
will be carried out with as little ‘incon-
yenience to neutrals as possible. Noth-
ing definite had occurred with refcrence
to arbitration proposals. ;

The Premier also said the operations
were reluctantly undertakent mot o re-
cover. debt, but after a long and patient
delay, to recover compensation for as-
saults on British subjects and the seizure
of British vessels. He believed the Ger-
mans also had claims besides the finan-
cial ones.

Explanation Wanted. :

New York, Dec., 17.—Secretary Hay
has cabled to Ambassador Tower, at
Berlin, says the World’s correspondent
at ‘Washington, to ask the ‘German gov-
ernment to define for this country ex-
actly what is meant by a *peaceful
blockade.”> Although it has not yet
been povt into publi¢ expression, the
United States government conténds that
there is no such thing as a “‘peaceful
blockade.” If a state of war does mot
exist the Washington government will
contend, at the proper_timl, that United
States ships must be allowed to pass.
The test will come when the Red D.
line steamer Caracas arrives at“La
Guayra, probably next Saturday. If
that ship goes through, as it is expected
it will, other ships from other nations
will also demand to go through, and the
“peaceful blockade” 'will “become - ‘@
farce. If Germany insists op its right
to blockade peaceably and refuses to let

ARE ANAIOUS T0
. END THE TROUBLE

NOTE PRESENTED TO
CASTRO BY CITIZENS

They Say That the Time to Yield to
the Powers Has
Arrived.

Caracas, Dec. 17.~The indications
here are that Venezuela will yield to the
demands of the allies.

The leading citizens of Caracas have
addressad o joint note to President Cas-
tro asking him to give full power to
United States Minister Bowen to effect
2 termination of the present difficulty.
This note waa transmitted to President
Castro at 1 o'clock to-day. It is signed
by all the leading merchants, bankers,
and agriculturists of Caracas. It reflects
teuly the consensus of current opizion
ar.cng the business element of thiscity.
The men who signed the note will meet
again to-night to discuss ways and means
to ¢cbtain money by which Venezuela can
meet  her  obligations as well as  the
guarantees which it will be possible to
offer to her creditors, The note is as
follows-

GOMPERS ON STAND,

President of Federation of Labor Make
Charges Against Coal Companies,

Scranton, Pa., Dec. 16.—The entire
two sessions of the strike cemmission
to-day were consumed in hearing three
witnesses for the men. They, were Jno.
C. Haddock, an individual operator; Rev,
Dr, Peter Roberts, who is assisting the
miners, and President Samuel Gompers,
of the American Federation' of Labor.

The principal point .in Mr. Haddock’s-
testimony was that he favored giving
the mine workers concessions under cer-
tain conditions.

President Gompers"gestiﬁed as an ex-
pert in the trade union movement. He
created a stir when he strongly implied
during his examination that :he coal
companies are responsible for bringing
immigrants to the coal regions. When
cne of the lawyers for the coal com-
panies asked him if he knew’ it from
personal knowledge, he said he could
prove it if necess=ary.

The miners mide another attempt to-
day to have the vommission admit as
evidence a large mass of testimony tend-
ing to show that the anthracite coal
carrying roads charged extortionate and
discriminating freight rates, and that a
monopoly exists in the anthracite min-
ing industry, which keeps the wages of
men at an unnaturally low level.

THE KING'S SPEECH

of Parliament—Vene-
zueian and South African Affairs.

A WEALTHY BEGGAR.
