He is 
a young man, about 22 years of age, and 
said to be a deserter from the United 
States army at Fort Word 
His arrest took place yestefdny, Detec­
tive Perdue taking him in custody upon 
the charge of obtaining money through 
forgery and false pretences. Weber, it 
seems, came to Victoria about four or 
five months ago under an assumed name, 
Gus Ausrige. Since then he has assidu­
ously avoided work and about two weeks 
ago was given a home by H. P. Mellish, 
of 352 Douglas street, who had lived 
alone until then. About 5 o’clock yes­
terday Mellish, who is employed at the 
factory of Lemon, Gonnason & Co., 
went home and' found J. W. Goss, a fur­
niture dealer, in possession. An explan­
ation followed, Mr. Goss telling of a deal 
entered into by him with Weber, as a 
result of which all the furnishings 
house, including a handsome Mason & 
Eisch piano, became his property.

The accused, from what has been gath­
ered, called on Goss shortly after Mel­
lish left in the morning and announced 
his désire to dispose of “his” furniture 
as it stood, as he intended leaving the 
city. After a little bargaining Weber 
rccepted a cheque for $225 and Goss 
vas surveying his purchase when the 
real owner arrived. When the situation 
became clear Mellish hurried to the po­
lice station and the detectives were soon 
on the track of their man. He was 
found on Government street with $125 
:n his possession. The cheque had been 
'cashed and Weber had found time to dis­
pose of $100 before taken into custody.

It is said that Weber was engaged to 
be married to a young lady and adopted 
this means of obtaining the funds neces­
sary to hasten the nuptials. Among the 
purchases made with the missing $100 
was a portion of a bride’s trousseau and 
a wedding cake. Arrangements had * 
been made for the ceremony to take

When Weêèr answered’ to his name 

this morning he was not represented by 
counsel. Magistrate Hall, after reciting 
thç charge laid against him, explained 
that whether he elected for trial before 
a jury or iue police magistrate was op­
tional.

Admiral Goodrich is expected' to ar­
rive on his flagship to-night or early to­
morrow, when an official investigation of 
the disaster will be begun. Much int’ér- 
est centres on the question of what was 
tiie steam pressure on boiler “B” at the 
time of the explosion, it being said That 
the safety valve had been set to blow 
off at 140 pounds. Ten minutes before 
the explosion the pressure was only 118 
pounds and was rising, it is said. The 
boiler had been cleaned only a short 
time before t'he explosion and filled: with 
fresh water from shore.

Washington, D. C., July 27.—Some 
doubt is exprèsed in official circles whe­
ther it will be possible to obtain China’s 
consent to another treaty with the Unit­
ed States which would provide for the 
exclusion even of Chinese laborers from 
this country. The state department is 
aware of the ill-feeling throughout China 
on the whole subject, and now '.hat tie 
immigration treaty with China has been 
allowed to lapse without the negotiation 
of a new agreement, reports have reach­
ed here that China is inclined, hereafter 
to refuse to sign any similar convention.

China’s position appears to be that 
the exclusion of Chinese citizens from a 
friendly country is in itself a disgrace, 
and while she cannot ignore the laws of 
a foreign power providing for such ex­
clusion, she can refuse to sanction it or 
became a party to it by concluding a 
treaty involving such restrictions. A 
year ago, it is said, it would have been 
easy to conduct negotiations with China 
for the exclusion of Chinese laborers 
only. Now, however, it is understood 
the Chinese officials are disposed to re­
gard the signing of such a treaty beneath 
the dignity of their government.

The reason for the assumption at Pekin 
of this new attitude is not quite clear to 
the officials here, though in some circles 
it is attributed to the influence of foreign 
bowers.

i;!; CRUISE IN BALTIC SEA'.

Tho British Channel Fleet Is Leaving 
For Those Waters Next Month.! K . Official Report.

Tokio, July 27.—-The following official 
announcement was made this afternoon} 
“The detachment detailed to protect the 
landing on the Siberian coast of the 
Jkpanese troops frtim the1 Island of 
Saghalien dislodged the enemy from thé 
vicinity of Alkova-;'. July .: 24th. The 
enemy’s strength consisted of one battal­
ion of infantry besides several hundred 
volunteers with 8 field' pieces. Another 
detachment landed'-at Mugàti and1 cap­
tured 4,000T.tons of, coal and light rail­
way materials. a d.

Alexandrovsk was taken and entered 
the same evening after some resistance! 
At dawn, July 25th, the enemy holding 
a position east of Alexandrovsk was at­
tacked, and our troops pressed them to­
wards Novoe Niohaelkoye, which place 
was completely occupied the same day. 
Two hundred prisoners were taken, and 
also gun carriages, ammunition and pro­
visions.”

Berlin, July 27.—In view of the prob­
ability of an early peace between Russia 
and Japan the terms of which will in­
volve the payment of a very heavy in­
demnity by Russia, the financiers of 
Europe have been holding conferences to 
the end that the peace indemnity may 
be paid without seriously disturbing the 
finances of the world.

The Mendellsohns, the Berlin bankers, 
who have been for many years the rep­
resentatives on the Continent of the 
Russian government, and who have nego­
tiated! many of t'he Russian loans, have 
formed' an alliance with the Rothschilds 
in respect to the matter, and have held 
communication with all the leading fin­
ancial institutions, both on the Contin­
ent and in England.

They are about to send their represen­
tatives to New York with a view to en­
listing the co-operation of the larger fin­
anciers of the United States.

It is likely that a Russian loan for the 
purpose of paying the indemnity will be 
scattered.

London, July 27.—The British chan­

nel fleet sails for the Baltic Sea, August 
20th, and will remain there through Sep­
tember. As it has been years since a 
British fleet appeared in that sea. The 
announcement is connected in the public 
mind with Emperor William’s recent 
tour, and the visit' of a German squadron 
to Scandinavian waters. Thé cruise of 
the British fleet is regarded as designed 
to counteract the preponderance of Gerr 
man influence in Scandinavian politics.

St. Paul, July 26.—In the hearing of 
tie investigation of the business methods 
of the General Paper Company before 
Special Examiner Taylor, appointed by 
the United States court yesterday, A. 
C. Weiss, general manager of the Du­
luth Evening Herald ; Coude Hamlin, of 
the St. Paul Pioneer Press, and W. J. 
Murphy, publisher of the Minneapolis 
Tribune, testified that their experience 
had been strenuous since the formation 
of the General Paper Company.

Mr. Weiss testified to his despair of 
ever being able to do business with the 
General Paper Company on an equitable 
lasis. He said that prior to the organi­
zation of the defendant company there 
i ad been competition among the paper 
companies of the West, but since that 
time there had been no competition.

Mr. Hamlin was asked if he was 
aware that there were paper mills oper­
ating in the Northwest independent of 
the General Paper Company. He said 
he was, but freight conditions or other 
i onsiderations made the mills unavail­
able sources of supply.

It developed later that the small in­
dependent mills were not of sufficient 
capacity to afford security for a full sup­
ply to any publishing company.
