Mr. McLean Sinclair, advocated
that the time of the Synod’s meeting
should be changed to the fall, and made
a motion to that effect,

Considerable discussion ensued, and it
was finally shewn that the change was un-
advisable, if not impracticable, and an
amendment in favor of Spring was finally
carried,

It was then moved by the Rev. Mr.
Scott, of Xew Glasgow, seconded and
carriel unanimously. “‘That the next
meeting of the Synod he held in the
Upited Church Glasgow, in June, on
Tuesday of the week previous to the
meeting of the Assembly. >
REPORT OF PRESBYTERIES RESUMED.
Mr. J. F. Blanchard, of Truro, thought
the matter of collecting for the §chemes
of the Church, should receive attention,
He was struck by the remarks concerning
a church in St John, which had only con-
tributed 861, and another which had given
$90. He thought where congregations
failed,they ought to be shewn up.

The Rev.Mr. McRae, regretted the con-
tributions were so small, but they had
adopted a system which they thought
would work well. His own Congregation
was a miscellencous one, and had not been
trained in habits of giving, and, then,
they had suffered much from the fire.
He thought that this bringing up of con-
gregations one by one, was somewhat of
an inquisitorial procceding. .
The Rev. Mr, Goodfellow said that St.
John’s Church, Moncton, had done nobly
in this matter. The amount raised was
$232.
The Rev. McLean Sinclair thought, al-
though the subject was an unpleasant one,
that the DPresbytery of St. John was not
doing what it was able to do in this mat-
ter,
The Synod on motion, finally commend-
ed the diligence of the Presbytery of St.
John, but regretted so many Llanks in the
contributions to the schemes of the
Church.
The Rev. Mr. Houston reported on be-
half of the Presbytery of Miramichi,
They had held a meeting with regard to
the schemes of the Church, and had raised
over 50 per cent above the amount of last
year. They had held a missionary meet-
ing in nearly every congregation, and the
collections taken up amounted to $150,
which, less expenses, would leave about
$120. The total amount subscribed by
the various congregations to the schemes
of the church was about $1,400.
The Synod commended the diligence of
this Presbytery.
A member of Synod called attention to
the fact that the town of Chatham had
raised nearly as large an amount as St.
John City.
The Rev, Dr. Jardine said as regarded
the congregation of Newcastle, he had
been appointed Moderator. The congre-
gation was wealthy, but there were diffi-
culties in the way, especially a want of
proper machinery, and as there was no
settled pastor, his efforts had failed in a
The Kev. Mr. Houston said the Presby-
tefy had made every effort and was to be
commended.
The Rev. Mr. McLeod reported favour-
ably {rom the Presbytery of Prince Ed-
ward Island, and the Rev. Mr. MecNeil
from that of Newfoundland.

THE SYDNEY CASE.
The Rev. Mr. Houston said he did not
think it possible to discuss the Sydney
case in the Synod, on account of the volu-
minous documents in connection with it.
On the rccommendation of the Business
Committee, the Reference and Appeals,
and papers connected therewith, from the ™
Presbyte. - of Sydney, were referred to
the following committee—viz.: Dr. Mec-
Culloch, Dr. Pollo d ev Messi 3,
Christie and Nicholson, with J. F.
Blanchard and G. A. Lawson, elders.

FOREIGN MISSIONS.

The Rev. Dr. McGregor of the Foreign
Mission Boar¢ read a reference from the
Board anent the application of the New
Hebrides Missionaries for an increase of
salary from £150 to £175 per annum,

The Board approved of the increase, but
in cons ‘uence of the low state of the
funds wished for the advice of the Synod.

The Synod, by resolution, approved of
the increase.

OF THE MARITIME PRO-
VINCES.
We continue our report of the procced-

ings of the Synod having given those of
the first day in last week’s issue.
SECOND SEDERUNT.
WEDNESDAY, May 25, "80.

The Synod was constituted at 10 a. m
The Moderator presided, and, the first
half hour was occupied by devotional ex.
ercises.

The minutes of the previous day were
then read by the Clerk, the Rev. Mr.
Morrison of Dartmouth, and approved,
but in consequence of the non-arrival of
members, the reading of the Roll of Synod
was postponed till the following evening.

The Rev. 8. Houston reported on behalf
of the Business Committee and on its re-
commendation, a number of Committees
were appointed to cxamine the records of
the various Presbyteries.

The Committee on Systematic Benefi-
cence obtained leave to complete their re-
port.

THE HUNTER CHURCH BUILDING FUND.

Dr. McGregor on hechalf of the Com-
mittee of the Hunter Fund submitted
their report. The fund was established
to aid the building of churches in Nova
Scotia. The report covered the past 18
months and gave a statement of the free
grants, loans on interest and frce loans
made to congregations with expenses in-
curred, since the establishment of the
fund. The accounts certified by the
Synods’s Auditing €ommittee, were also
appended, the following being a brief ab-
stract of receipts and expenditure :—

The Committee reported that in some
cases there had been a failure to repay
sums advanced as loans. This was partly
owing to the depression of trade, and the
Committee had in these cases consented to
delay as they could not advise the sale of
the property; They also asked for in-
structions from the Synod regarding the
restriction as to the rate of interest. They
recommended that church property be in-
sured. The report was received and order-
ed to be printed, as an appendix to the
Fim— s e
The recommendation of the Committee
that “ All restrictions regarding interest
be removed and the question be left to the
discretion of the Committee, was adopted.
It was moved by the Rev. MecSinclair,
seconded by the Rev. Mr. Pitblado, and
resolved, that the Synod hereby declares
that in case a congregation which once re-
ceived aid from this fund, and which has
not its church properly insured, shall lose
its church by fire, it shall not receive any
further aid from this Fund.”
Moved by Dr. Waters, seconded by Dr.
McCulloch. ““ That congregations which
receive aid from the Hunter Fund, shall
in all cases keep their churches insured, at
least to the amount borrowed, over and
above all other indebtedness, so long as
they are indebted to the Fund, and should
any of these congregations fail at any time
to do so, while thus indebted, the Com-
mittee of the Hunter Fund shall be em-
powered to call in the amount of such in-

debtedness.”
Moved in amendment by Mr. L. G. Mec-

Neil, and seconded by Rev. Mr, Forest,
that the last clause of Dr. Water’s amend-;
be left out. -
On division, his amendment was carried
and became the judgment of the House.
Prior to this subject being tinally dis-
posed of by Rev. McNeil's amendment,
there was a long discussion, in which the
administration of the fuud, and the nature
of the sccurity given for advances made,
were reviewed and the action of the Com-
mittee generally approved. It appeared
from the statement of Dr. McGregor that
no loang exceeding §1,000 in amount were
made, and insurance of the property was
always insisted on in the first instance, but
the difficulty was in keeping the property
insured afterwards.
The Supplementing Committee obtained
leave to sit during the afternoon.

REPORTS OF PRESBYTERIES,
The Reports of Presbyteries on the
efforts made to secure contributions from
their congregations to the Schemes of the
Church were called for, and it was agreed
that the several clerks should report
orally.

FOURTH MISSIONARY TO TRINIDAD.

The Rev. Dr. McGregor also read a re-
ference from the Foreign Mission Board,
anent an application of the Mission Coun-
cil in Trinidad for a fourth missionary.
The application of the Council was sup-
ported by papers shewing the wants of
the field and the promise of planters and
others to contribute £150 to the support
of o missionary.

The Foreign Mission Board was of the
opinion that the church shayld go forward
in this matter, but asked :&advicc of the
Synod in view of the depressed state of
the fund.

Rev. Ur. McGregor also stated that the
estimatés this year were £200 less than
those of last year. It would require £200
ess to besent out this year than last.
The Government had morcover engaged to
pay £50 a year to each of three schools on
the Island.

The Rev. D. McKinnon thought there
should Dbe no difficulty about a fourth
missionary for Trinidad, and hitherto they
had always gone forward on Foreign
Missions. He moved, seconded by the

tev, Mr, Hogg—‘that the Synod unani-
mously  approve of -sending a fourth
missionary to Trinidad.” N"\%

The Rev. E. A. McCurdy, thought
that an appeal to the wealthy members
of the Church would be successful, but he
would like to see an effort made to get
rid of the debt incurred by the Board of
Foreigit Missions and have the fourth mis-
sionary also.

The Llev. Mr. Christic of Bedford said
their church had the confidence of the
Government and the cstate owners,as well
as the meml :rs of other dengminatiors,

When he waa on the Island he thought it
a pity that no missionary should be at-
tached to the sugar estates ; and then, the
field might be taken-up by others,

Dr. Waters said there appeared to be a
large debt, but there was a good work
going on in Trinidad. :

REPORTS,

Verbal reports were made by different
members of Synod on behalf of the Pres-
byteries of Truro, Pictou, and Halifax,
Lunenburg “and Yarmouth, which were
generally approved by the Synod.

Dr. Waters in reference to the St. John
Presbytery said the clerk of the Presbytery
would not be present, and he could not say
anything about the matter more than
others. He would say the Presbytery of
St. John had been doing the best they
could; districts had been laid out and the
duty of subscribing to theSchemes of the
Church duly pressed. Of the required am-
ount, $1,605 had been raised,which he ad-
mitted left a large deficit. They had been
dealing with the Supplementing Fund of
late and a large part of the Presbytery
might moreover be regarded as a mission
field.
