Tausual Fly Wheels.

The great velocity at which fly wheels
are drivea and the consequent casualties
that have become a matter of weekly
report are evidence of slow evolution in
providing for known wants. The sudden
advent of electrical apparatus and ite
high 'speeds found people making fly
wheels of cast iron, with & narrow factor
of safety, or, indeed, no factor of safety
at all, if we the impoasibility of
detecting inherent strsins and imperfec-
tions in this material. No one can know
the value of material moulded into form
ata temperature of 2,000 degrses and
then cooled down to a fortieth of this
temparature, nor cau they judge internal
structure by surface indications. The
fact is that cast iron is not snitable mate-
rial for fly wheels that ace to be driven
at high speed, nor is it necesssry to
make them of this material. There is
not even the elsim of cheapness in their
favor, if the methods of making such
wheels of wrought iron and steel were
onoe worked out. Tweuty years agos
Scoteh firm, who had to make a laigefly
wheel for & spinning mill, riveted up a
box rim, made from rolled plates, ani
filled it with cemented wasonry or
¢grout,” and did a very sensible thing.
The strength of rolled . sections is toler-
ably well known, their integrity is
beyond doubt or can be 80, and all that
is wanting is some ingenuily and exper-
ment to substitate this kind of material.
One reason for using ecast iron for fly
wheels is to attain a section and stiffuess
of the‘arms that will, ‘in the plane of
rotation, resist the inertia and momen-
tum of the rim. ‘The sections'of wrought.
iron spokes required for rmadial or
centrifugal strain ace by far too weak for
the driving strains, but this is easily
provided for by diagonals, as in the case
of other iron structures.—Cassier's Maga-
zine for June.

Improvement in Plants.

It we look back even a few years, says
Dr. Maxwell T. Mastors in Natfure, we
shall®ee how much larger & share plants
Lave now in our lives tham they had
then. We shall ses, moreover, that
while there has been enormous numerical
increase, there has aleo been in many
cases cont'nued progression in form and
other attributes. The yarden roses of
to-day, for instance, are mot the roses of
a dozen years ago, and the sorts grown
by our fathers and grandfathers have,
with some few exceptiuons, utterly gone.
It is the same with peas and potatoes,
and most other plants grown on a large

soale. The two methods made use of by
plant-raisers for improvement are selec-
tion and cross-breeding—the latter, as
far as results are concerned, only a
modification of the 6rst. The object in
the t.ial-grounds of seedsmen is primarily
to secure a ‘‘pure stock,” and secondarily
to perpetuate any desirable variations
that may appear. Every care is taken,
on the one hand, to *‘preserve the breed,”
and to neusralize variation so that the
seed may ‘‘come true”; while, on the
other hand, the occucrence of the vaiia-
tion is quickly rvoted, and the plantis
either rejected as a ‘‘rogue” or is pre-
served for further trial if promising.
Seed is carefully obtained from the plants
in which the desired features are most
marked, and the variety thus becomes
““fixed,” though this is obviously only a
relative term._ Trade rivalry forbids the
growers to relsx their efforts, and “thus
it happens that the pea or the ‘potato of
to-day is not the same, even though
called by the same name, as its prede-
cessors. The gardener takes advantage
of variations in buds, as well as in seed.
The buds taken from the base of a plant
not nonfrequently difter from those higher
up, and these differences are perpetuated
by _cuttings or grafis. ‘‘Sports” area
form of bud-variation, affording interest-
ing but only partly solved problems.
Some of the most astonishing results of
the gardenec’'s art are due to repeated
croas-fertilization, which may ocour in all
degrees from the case where the pollen of
one flower is transferred, by insect or
other sgency, to the stigma of agother
on the same branch, to that.in ‘ which the
transfer is to a flower of a different
species. The drat of the artificial hybrids
on record is that of & pink, which was
produced in 1719 by Fairchild, & nursery-
mao st Hoxton.

Johu has been writt=n to, for the pur-
pose of ascertaining what fire appliances
would have tobe procured by the Town
in order to secure a reduction of the
present rates of insurance, but no reply
had been received. That, however, is
about the treatment to be expected from
a monopoly that is combined for the pur-
pose of bleeding the last dollar out of the
great interest on which it grows rich and
insolent.

The expense of heating a London theat

—the Vaadeville—by electricity, using
storage batteries connected with electric
radiators, is said to bave been less than 70
cents an hour,

The recent findiog of young eels in sn
elevated lake of the Alps, which has got
been stocked since 1887, throws doubt on
the generally accepted idea that fresh-water
eels spawn only in the sea.

A swerviog of rifle bollsts by heavy
electric currents in steel cables alongside &
shooting range is reported from Switzerland.
The deflection was 70 feet in a range of 260
yards, and with artillery it reached 14° in
3000 yarde.

Aa agricultaral bacteriological laboratory,
the chief purpose of which will be the study
of microorganisms harmful to agriculture, is
to be opened in 8t. Petersburg. It will
receive about $5,000 a yesr from the
Government. ]

A pationsl investigation of dipbtheria in
Switzerland, which was begun March 1, is
to cootinue two years. Local sanitary
authorities are notified of every case, and
weekly reports are made to the Swiss health
office at Berne, physicians Leing allowed a
small fee for every return.

X-ray pictures, reduced to one-fifth the
size of the objects, are obtained by Prof. F.
E. Nipher by photngraphing in an. ordinary
camera the image produced on a fl 6
screen. Photographs of large objects wre
tLus made of convenient size, while details
not visible to the eye are brought out.

At the close of 1895, the animals in the
ocollection of the Londan Zoological Society
numbered 2369, of which 768 were mammals
1267 -birde, and 334 reptiles. About 23
species of mammals, 22 of birds and 1 of
reptiles were bred in the gardens last
summer.

The cathode rays of Crookes and Hittorf
tubea can be deflected by a strong magnetic
tield, Herr Kr. Birkeland has found, and
can even be 80 concentrated upon the side
of the tube as to melt the glass.’ This
leads to & new theory of the aurora borealis.
Herr A. Paulsen, the Danish meteorologist,
suggests that the aurora is due to phos.
phoreseence produced by cathode rays in
the upper air, and Birkeland points out the
earth’s magnetism may be the cause of the
intensifying of the phosphorescence near the
poles.

A “‘step railway,” on the principle of the
moving sidewalk at the Columbian Ex-
position, is to be a feature of the Berlin
Industrial Exposition, and is intended for
the servios performed at Chicago by the
Intramural Railway. The passenger may
begin his trip at any moment. The plat-
form upon which he first skeps moves about
three feet per second, while the fourth plat-
form—which is provided with seats and
roofed over—travels sbout twelve feet per
second.

Soda-water cartridges, or ‘‘gas drops,”
for making aerated water at home or wher-
ever one may be traveling, are made by a
London firm. The steel shell is pear-
shaped, about § inch in dimmeter ‘wt‘the
largest part, and is filled with liguoid oar-
bonic acid at » p of 60 at
The cartridge fits into the mouth-piece of a
soda-water bottle. A cap is closed over it,
aod in completing the olosure a tiny ebonite
plag inone end of the cartridge is punc-
tared, when the gas escapes into the bottle
and is dissolved in the water. A“dozen of
the gas drops weigh three ounces, aud 5000
of them can be packed in a cabic foot.

The paradoxical discovery that the speed
of a sailing vessel may be increased by
perforating its sails is claimed by Capt.
Vasallo, an Itslian mariner. He supposes
that the fixed cushion of air filliug up the
hollow of an inflated sail lessens the effect
of the wind, and he has sought to prevent
the coliécting of this cushion by making &
number of holes in the canvass. Several
trials, made in all weathers, have given
surprisiog results. Ian a light wind, s
vessel made 4 knots with ordinary sails, and
5 knots with perforated sails; in a fresh
breeze, 7 and 82 knote respectively ; and in
a strong wind, 8 and 10 knots. The ship’s
vslae would be increased one-fitth—its trip
of five weeks being reduced to four weeks—
if the incressed apeed can be sustained
throughout a long voyage.

The new paper of Jobn Schultz, of
Lautenberg, West Prussia, is composed,
according to & German acoouns, of glug
asbestos, and the ordinary ivgredients of
such material. The moist sheety are passed
from the first rollers into & bath of concen,
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trated sulpharic acid and ten or tifteen per
cent of distilled water. After immersion
in this bath for five to thirty-five seconds,
they are pressed between glass rollers, then
put into pure water, next into a solution of
ammonia. and finally into water again, the
process buing completed by bard pressing,
passing through felt rollerr, and drying
between heated metal cylinders. The
product appears like ordinary note paper,
but it is stated that even the most acid ink
can be washed off with water after any
time, and on this account the German
government has forbidden the making of
such paper.

Live Lobsters for British Columbia.

[Halhfax Herald.]

A shipment of live lobsters caught in the
waters surrounding Nova Scotia wiil be
made this week from Halifax via ths
C. P. R. to British Columbia, where it is
intended to plant the crustaceans with the
hope that they will live and multiply and
the breed of lobaters be firmly establishel on
the Pacific coast. One or two experiments
of the kind have been made in the past and
did not succeed. Certain difficulties which
were encountered then have been provided
against in the present instance. Mr. Prince,
who has the mattcr in hand for the marine
and fisheries department, has baen in Hali-
fax for some days superintending arrange-
m=ats for the safe shipment of the lobsters.
Care was necessarily observed in tho selec-
tion of the individusl l)bsters which make
up the cillection to ba truospor:ed across
the continent, The lobsters have to bLe fed
and receive the best of attention in transit.
The gentleman conducting the matter is not
talkative on the subjsct in order that too
sanguine expectations of the result may not
be created in the minds of people in British
Columibis. British Columbia has a kind of
lobeter ou the Pacifis coast, but it cannot
half compare with the Nova Scot'a lobster
as a food fish, The British Columbians
would be greatly pleased to have the latter
fish inhabit their coast waters, and if it can
be accomplished it wi:l be an act achieved
which at a later day may be of great value
to the conntry. The experiments made in
the past in this direction were made for the
Unuited States goverament, and they were,
as before stated, unsuccessful. No farther
attempt is being made by that government,
and it remains to be seen if the Dominion of
Cavada does not know a wrinkle in the
matter that Uncle Sam was not aware of.

News and Notes.

An old man who took part as a boy in the
Irish vebsllion of 1798 has just died at
Clooney in West Clare. His pame - was
Cooway, he was 111 years old, and had.been
a bog ranger on Lord [nchiguin’s estate.
He preserved his faculties to the last, walk-
ing two miles to mass every Sunday.

A bicycle drowning accident has taken
place in Wales. A tisherman named Con-
way rode down to lay hie lives at low water
but could not keep ahead of the incoming
tide. His body was carried out to ses, and
his bicycle, found at low tide between iwo
sand baoks, was the only mark of what had
become of him.

The faoeral of Mrs. Harriet Beecher
Stowe was held at her late home in Hartford,
Conn., last Thursday afternoon. The
servioes were of the simplest character.
The body reposed in a casket covered with
gray broadeloth, which rested in a bank of
ferns and a few flowers, The counntenance
had recovered much of Mrs. Stowe's
younger look.

The steam yackt Rex, owned by ex-Con-
gressmaa Coun, proprietor of the Washing-
ton Times, raced against time Tuesday and
Wednesday of last week on the Potomac
below Washington. She covered a measur-
ed nautical milein 2m. 153 the first day,
and in 2m. 10s- the second day. This latter
trial was at the rate of 20} nautical miles
per bour, or 32 statate miles, the average
speed ot & passenger train. The Rex is
built of mahogany throughovt, and has
triple expansion engines. She is 64 feet
over all, and 74 feet deep.

Axvapouts, N, S, July 3.—Peter
Wheeler, who is under sentenve of death for
the murder of Annie Kempton, at Bear
River, in Jannery, fo-day made a full con-
fession. He says he weut tothe girl's
house about midnight and made several
indecent proposals, to which she did not
agree. Then they wrestled from the bed-
room to the sitting room, where be cut her
throat with a razor, then weant home and
elapt soundly till morning. He has most of
the confession written and laughs over it.
He says he feels deeply for Mr. Ruggles, his
lswyer, to whom he has all aloug protested
his innocence.

VANCOUVER, July 2. —The following Ori-
ental advices have been received : The
Hong Kong ‘'l'elegraph has published &
telegram that Roesia has intimated to Japan
that she must withdraw from Formoss.
Whether this be tras or not it is a remark-
able fact that Russia has massed at Viadivo-
stock a strong fleet and 100,000 men and
vast stores of war material. Eoglazd ia
recalling her inferior war vessels from the
Orient and replacing them with stronger
ones, but, nevertheless, sheis now spoken
of asthe third naval power in tho far east,
Russia being the first. Russia’s course is
alluded to sarcastically in the Japanese
press asa splendid policy of aggression.
The Eastern World says Russia has practi-
cally turoed Japan out of Kores, and
publishes a long article under the heading :
“It is political hypnotism,” and declaring
that anything chort of hypnotism pf a most
powerful order fails t0 explain why all the
world stands with folded hands and in
helpless apathy watches development of the
gigaatic plans of Russia for dominion of the
East.” The guard of sailors at the Ruossian
legation in Korea has been relieved by a
detachment of eighty Russian infantry.
Twelve cavairy and artill.ry officers entered
town with the infantry, 1t is reported
Russia has built forts at Getsn, Fito Island.

—Not the New Woman.

Eogland has just taken captive a woman
who, it is climed, is 3v0 years old. She is
Queen Majajie, the ruler of a tribe of
Kaffirs, whose age is vouched for by the
reputed traditions of her tribe, and who
bas been famous among the savages of
Sonthern Africa for her admitted great age.
Geverations have spoken of her as being
blessed with the gift of perpetual life, and

civilized regions as far north as Egyp*.

While it is not for a moment to be be-
lieved that the woman could have reached
this marvellous age, the Eoglish Govern-
ment admits that it has aothoritatively
traced the history of Queen. Majajie's tribe
back for 110 years, during which time it
has been under her rule. Previous to that
period no authentic records exist, but the
traditions of the Kaffirs oredit this queen
with having reigned many generations
before.

A missionary, the Rev. Mr., Ratter, who
has lived for t wenty-five years among these
savages, has informed the British Govern-
ment that his invest gations satisfy him the
Queen had absolutely been the head of her
tribe since 1780, and he could find no trace
of any previous ruler. Ia fact, the legende
of the people are identified entirely with
the present Queen, and make no mention
of any other head of their government.

The Queen is described by Englishmen
who have seen her as of light copper color
with a frizzy wool on her head. She wears
& dress made of tiger skins, which hasa
large hood that usually covers her face.

here is a suggestion of ‘‘She” about
this savage Queen, for it has been a law of
the tribe that none should look wupon her
face excepting her indunas and three
women. Her indunas sre the gencrals and
leaders of her army,and they number ninety-
two. The head induna, or commander in
chief, is named Jonas, and he is a man of
considerable age, snpposed to be in the
neighborhood of 8).
