AWARD III THE WAGES 
DISPUTE IN HAMILTON.ITALY HAS A SURPLUS.'

HAMILTON, Dec. 6.—Members of the 
Railway Board have made public their 
award in the wages dispute between 
the Street Railway employes and the 
company this afternoon. The award 
leaves the men practically in the same 
position that they were before the 
strike,the wages scheduled being prac- 
lcally the same as that drawn up by 
the first arbitrators. The award gives 
motormen and conductors 16 cents an 
hour for the first year, 18 for the se­
cond and 20 for the third.

Two cents extra is to be paid for 
Sunday work. Blacksmiths are to re­
ceive 20 cents an hour and shop men 
15 cents for the first year and 16 for 
the second, 17 for the third, and 18 af­
terwards. Tthe agreement is to contin­
ue in force until April 1909.

TWINS TOGETHER IN DEATH
ROME, Dec. 6,— Signor Majorana, 

minister of the treasury, today present­
ed the financial programme of the gov­
ernment to the Chamber of deputies. 
He said the budget for 1905-1906 gave a 
net surplus of nearly $13,000,000 and 
predicted that the budget for 1906-1907 
would result in a surplus of $6,000,000, 
and that of 1907-1908 In a surplus of 
$11,000,000, which, however, would be 
reduced $4,000,000 owing to the expenses 
to be incurred in Improving the pub­
lic services, which was the main policy 
of the cabinet.

About $5,000,000 additional would be 
spent on the postal, telegraphic and 
telephone service and $6,000,000 on pub­
lic works. Besides increases In the ex­
penditures for public instruction, the 
museums and excavations, $800,000 ex­
tra was appropriated for the army, 
$488,000 for the navy, and $220,000 for 
the carbineers. For the railroads alone 
the government asked for an appropri­
ation of $182,000,000, which would be ob­
tained through a loan at 3 1-2 per cent, 
the railways paying the interest and 
redeeming the loan within forty years. 
The treasury minister also announced 
the preesentation of bills providing for 
fiscal reforms.

The great comfort of Catholicism, a 
comfort which is confounding the ene­
my, the Pope added, was the "singular 
concord which prevails throughout the 
Episcopacy so fully united to us.”
