WITNESS OFFICE |
GUTTED BY FIRE

The Damage Is Estimated at
$15,000

s

Fully Insured—New Piant lastalled, and
Change Was About to be
Made.

MONTREAL, Sept. 23.—The two up~
per floors of the Witness office were
gutted by fire tonight and the two
lower flooded with water, the damage
being estimated at fully $75,000, with
insurance that will fully cover thei,
loss. The fire came at an unfortunate :
time for the newspaper, as it had just l
finished installing a new press which !
was_to have been started on Monday, ',
changing the style and size of the |
newspaper and inaugurating many
changes in its make-up.

The fire was first noticed a few min-
utes before seven o’clock. So rapid
was the spread of the flames that when
the firemen arrived in a minute or su
after the alarm had been turned in
the whole upper flat, on which was lo-
i cated the job department, was a mass
of flames. At one time it looked as if
the whole block would go, as there was
a brisk wind blowing at the time.

Directly in the rear to the west the .
high building of the Merchants Bank, !
but this was saved from danger by a
splendid water curtain, while on the
west side the big building of the J. €
Wilson Paper €o. was protected by a
massive fire wall. The firemen finally
managed to get the flames under con-
trol after ihe two top floors had been
gutted.

OTTAWA, Sept., 23.—The annual re-
pert of the department of Indian af-
fairs, issued today, indicates that the
years of paternal guardianship and
education of the government’s wards
are “bearing fruit in a steady better-
ment in their morals, health and eco-
nomic conditions. The dying race Lave
now passed the stage of annually les-
scning numbers and for the last fiscal
year births out-numbered the deaths by
179, while the total Indian population
of the Dominlon increased from $110,-
205 to 111,043. Infantile mortality and
tuberculosis are still prevalent among
the tribes to a large degree, but with
the spread of education throuzh the
Indian schools and through the efforts
of the Indian agents better sanitation
and morals are effecting a steady im-
provement.

THE DEFINITION
OF KOSHER MEAT

:In First Place, Animal Must be

Killed by Shochet

At a meeting of a social club in
Washington which I recently attended
there arose a discussion as to the
healthfulness of refrigerated meats,

| says Gen. Marcus J. Wright in the

Washington Post. The conversation
took a wide turn, involving the com-
raratively merit of varicus meats,
when Admiral X. remarked that the
most reliable of all meats was kosher
meat. He was asked, ‘“What is kosher
meat?’ The admiral explained:

«The first condition of ‘kosher’ meat
is that it must come from an animal
killed by the shocket. The shocket is
an expert meat inspectord under the
laws of the Talmud, and can only prac-

| tice his art when he is accredited by

a learned rabbi or has become versed
in the law and learned in his handi-
craft in one cf the Talmudian schools,
to be found in small numbers in the
east of Germany and in Poland.

“Every one of the nine kcsher butch-
ers in Chicago employes his own sho-
chet, who occupies as a rule, a position
of importance in the congregaticn in
which he belongs, although he has
no priestly functions. He seldom car-
ries on any other business than that of
a shocket, and even, as a rule, con-
giders it beneath his dignity to assist
at the cutting up of the animals killed
by him, leaving that business entirely
to the butcher. He receives for his
gervices generaly a fixed salary of
from $40 tc $60 per month, but has a
private income by occasionally prac-
tising his art for private families and
butchers who -do not deal exclusively
in kosher meat.

SHOCHET KILLS ALL ANIMALS.

“It is his duty to kill and examine
every animal intended to furnish food
for the Orthodox Jewish stomachs. All
the members of the fishy tribe, provid-
ed they are scaly, may be eaten by the
Jews -withcut the intervention of the
shochet, but this privilege does not ex—
tend to either salt or dried fish, as
found  in the stores, because there is
ground for suspicion that, in the pro-
cess of .preparing them ‘unkosher’ mat-
ter may have been used.

«The butcher has to buy all his stock
alive, and is generally accompanied by
the shocket, when he goes to market,
because the latter is ready to detect in
the living animal already the defects
that mark it as ‘treife.’ After the bul-
lock has been selected and bought, it
is killed in the slaughter house in a
very peculiar manner. In the first
place the animal must be perfectly
quiét and well rested at the time of
killing. While in the slaughter pen a
rope is fastened to his horns and oth-
ers to his legs, in a very cautious man-
ner, so as not to disturb him. He is
then generally pulled out and coaxed
to lie down peacefully by an ingenious
pulling of the rcpes fastened to his
legs. Nobody is allowedsto touch the
doomed animal but the shocket, who,
as soon as the animal is lying down
quietly, will take hold of his head and
cut his throat with a sharp knife,
whose blade, about 20 inches long and
2 inches wide, is highly pclished and
kept as scruplously clean as a gentle-
man’s razor. The cut almost severs
the head from the body, and the ani-
mal is then allowed to bleed to death.
LUNGS CAREFULLY EXAMINED.

«As goon as the carcass has ceased
bleeding it is opened and the shocket

will enter upon a very close examina~- |

tion of the entrails.  The lungs are the
special cbject of his study, and
slightest spot upon them or abn_ormal
condition of any part of them will in-
sure the rejection of the entire animil

as ‘treife.’ In case of doubt, the lungs

are subjected to a bath in clean water, :
and only if it is possible to give them |

a healthy appearance by a simple
washing will the animal be pronounced
kosher. But even if the lungs are
healthy, if there be present fcreign
bodies in any portion of the carcass

which might have caused the death of |

the animal sooner or later, the carcass
is rejected, for it is the law that the
animal must be in a perfectly healthy
condition when touched by the shiek-—
et’s knife, which is also the reason that
the cattle are not made ingensible by

“But while the animal is pronounced
‘kosher’ its meat does not become S0
before it has undergone another pro-
cess called ‘borsting.’ This consists in
the removal of all bloody veins and
gristle, at which work the shocket gen-
erally assists, althcugh it may be done
without his help, provided he inspects
the meat after it has done. As this
work would be very tedious if extend-
ed to the hind-quarters, these are con-
sidered ‘treife,’ and sold to Gentile
butchers.

CALVES AND SHEEP SIMILARLY
SLAIN.

«Calves and sheep are killed in the
same way as cattle, only that calves
and lambs must not be under eight
days old at the time of the killing. Nor
are the hindquarters of the calves and

! lambs rejected unless the animal has

passed its youthful days before it came
under the hands of the shochet. Chick-
ens, geese, turkeys, ducks and pigeons
are killed by the shochet by simple de-

! capitation with his keen-edged knife,

but in all cases the greatest care is
taken to cut down the animal in a
moment of complete rest and blissful
ignorance of the coming fate, and tu
make its death as sudden and speedy
as possible, The greatest care is alse

ed fit food for any Jew, but the
heart, the lungs, the liver, the kid-
neys, etc, are kosher if carefully
‘borsted.’

«The advantages are that the inter-
vention of the shochet secures to the
orthodox Jew flesh food in an absolute-
ly healthy condition, the reason for
the law having been, in fact, nothing
but a desire to protect the children of
Israel against the many diseases SO
apt to result from the consumption of
the meat of unhealthy animals.

COMMANDS HIGH PRICES.

“It is quite natural that kosher meat
should command a higher price than is
ruling in the general meat market.
The butcher has to pay a cent higher
for the live cattle bought, on account
of the trouble the slaughtering by the
shochet causes in the slaughter house,
and, aside from that, the ‘porsting’
requires a vast amount of labor, not
counting the loss in weight caused by
the careful cleaning the meat receives
before it is put on sale.

«“The rarest article in a kosher but-
cher shop is a soup bone. The demand
is very large, but the supply is limit-
ed, as the dealer’s conscience and the
jealousy with which he guards his
reputation, prevents him from palm-
ing off on his customers bones of even
the hind-quarters of kosher animals,
| unless those hind-quarters have been
pronounced perfectly kosher. He gen-—
erally compromises by reserving the
soup bones for those of his customers

BUTCHER AN IMPORTANT PER-
; SON.

“The orthodox Jew looks upon his
butcher ag a trusted person, and the
latter has rarely, if ever, been known
to betray the trust imposed on hini.
He is generally sincerely religious, has
learned his trade from his father, and
is descended from a long line of but-
chers. Feeling conscious of the im-
portance of his position, he bears him-
self with considerable dignity, looking
upon the rest of mankind as people
dependent entirely upon him for pro-
tection against the evils arising frons
the consumption of ‘treife’ food. But
he in turn depends with implicit con-
fidence on the shochet, who treasures
the parchment credentials of his high
office with anxious care.

“If the butcher undertakes to corn
beef for his orthodox customers, he
has to employ extraordinary care. The
meat must first be soaked in fresh
water for an hour, then it has to be
bedded in salt for half an hour, and
then washed again before it goes into
a brine in Which it remains 24 hours.
But little kosher corned beef is made
in consequence.”
