—Plaintiff Will App.eal.

The Lowell-Gray slander case was
before Mr. Justice White in Supreme
Court chambers yesterday morning.
At the September circuit before His
Honor and a jury Mr, James Lowell,
M. P. P, sued Dr. J. H. Gray, of Fair-
ville, for' damages, alleging that Dr.
Gray slandered him during the elée-
tion campaign of- 1908.- The jury re-
turned -a verdict of one dollar in fa-
vor of the plaintiff. Yesterday morning
Dr; L. Al Currey, K. C, counsel for
Mr. Lowell, applied for a certificate
of full Supreme Court costs.

Damages Govern Costs.
Hon. 1, D, Hazen, K. C., counsel for
Dr. Gray, showed cause. Mr. Hazen
argued that the statute 21 James 1.,
Cap. 16, which says that in an action
for slander where the plaintiff recov-
ers damages less than forty shillings,
no more costs than damages are al-
lowed. The Attorney Ceneral cited
the cost of Gallagher vs. O’'Neill (34
N. B. R. 194) in support of his argu-
ment. He asked that one dollar costs
be allowed,
Dr. Currey in reply, contended that
the case of Gallagher vs, O'Neill, re-
lied upon by the Attorney General,
does not apply under the existing leg-
islation, and that in that case the
question of a certificate did not arise.
He cited a number of English and
Ontario cases in actions of slander
which decided that recent legislation
with regard to costs, by implication
repealed the,statute of James, and
that the legislation as to costs in this
province was similar to that now ex-
isting in England and Ontario, where
it was held by the House of Lords in
dngland, and in the Ontario courts
that the trial judge could certify for
full Supreme Court costs.

The Decision,

His Honor said that he felt bound
by the decision of the court in Gal-
lagher vs, O'Neill and would not un-
dertake in the face of that decision
to decide as to the effect of the cases
cited or the legislation, but would
leave the matter open for the plaint-
iff to submit to the court en banc.
He therefore refused to grant a certi-
ficate for full Supreme Court costs
and allowed the plaintiff one dollar
costs,
Mr. Hazen asked for costs of this
application, which was refused.
Dr. Currey announced that he would
appeal the matter. It will be argued
before the full court in November,

Mr. David Craig was born in this
city in 1864 and formerly lived on
Stanley street. Since a boy he has
worked at the plumbing craft both
in this country and in the United
States. At the present time his head
office is in Boston.. He is president
of the Masters’ Plumbers Association
of Boston and vicinity, and chairman
of the ‘legislative committee of thaf
association. In 1905 he was president
of the National Association of Mas-
ter Plumbers of the United States,
and is now chairman of the ®anitary
Committee of the assoctation. In con-
nection with his work on this com-
mittee he has made a thorough inves-
tigation of the problems of the car-
riage of disease by sewer air, He
has been one of the civil service ex-
aminers of Massachusetts for plumb-
ing inspectors since 1898, and 1s a
member .of the State Assoclation, of

The most im-
portant industry would be the manu-
facture of concrete houses.

concrete house, he sald, had awaken-
ed his curiosity in the matter, and as
a result -he had evolved a method of
constructing concrete houses which
he believed would mark an epoch, The
houses would be manufactured in a
number of parts which would be ship
ped to the purchaser whp would be
able to put them together without
skilled labor.

His company did not intend merely
to manufacture cement, and for that
reason there would be no fear of the
plant being forced to the wall by the
merger of the firms in Upper Can
ada or by the Sydney plant,

The Craig manhole cover g another
invention that will be manufactured.
This cover obviates all = leakage of
surface water through mannoles. The
Craig pressure resisting seal or con-
voluted joint is the principle wsed in
their congtruction. This type of man-
hole is at present ugsed in Boston.

An Improved Dry Dock.

Another: valuable use made of the
Craig pressure resisting seal or con-
volution joint was in the construction
of dry docks. ‘The Craig dock Iis
quickly operated and is so built as
to accomodate vessels any depth of
draught. Professor W. 8. Burke, M.
E., of Havana University, who made
an exhaustive study of the physics
of the dock, reported most favorably
as to capacity.
