Sept. 22—There was 
a rather sensational shooting affray 
on the street last evening when Ho­
ward S. Tlngley, the son of A. W.

When Tlngley rode up the street 
on his bicycle, Benjlmln opened Are 
on him and one of the shots entered 
the arm near the elbow. The bullet 
lodged in the muscles.

The Injured boy was taken to the 
office of Dr. Kirby who probed for 
the bullet and was unable to locate 
It. Dr. Lewis was also called today 
at the Instance of A. W. Bray. Crown 
prosecutor, but was unsuccessful in 
locating the bullet. Another attempt 
will be made to remove the lead.

Information was laid today by the 
father ot the injured boy and young 
Benjlmln was arrested and charged 
with wounding and causing greviously 
bodily harm.

The injured boy made a deposition 
that the assault was made on him 
without provocation.

The prisoner was allowed out on 
$400 ball and two sureties of $200.

The property destroyed, in­
cluded not only standing timber, but 
camps and bridges. The 
opened by D. W. Snow, counsel for 
the Van Dyke estate, who showed a 
map of the section burned and who 
said it would be proved that the pro­
perty was destroyed by fires set by 
sparks from locomotives of the de­
fendant company. Three witnesses 
were examined during the afternoon, 
each giving testimony to show that 
fires set in dry grass from the rail­
road's locomotives, had spread into 
the timber lands. One of the largest 
suits to follow the one on trial has 
been brought by the Great Northern 
Paper Company which claims dam­
ages amounting to $250,000 from burn­
ed timber lands.

After serving three years 
his party was defeated on the question 
Of Confederation which he favored. 
He was again elected by the same 
constituency in 1866, and In August 
of the following year was appointed 
solicitor-general, which office he held 
until 1868, when he was made Judge 
of Probate for St. John county. Dur­
ing the same year he was appointed 
a Queen’s counsel by the Provincial 
Government and was the recipient 
of a similar honor by the Dominion 
Government in 1873.

In 1877 Mr. Skinner, having pre­
viously resigned his position as judge 
was elected to the Dominion parlia­
ment, In which he served until 1892. 
He resumed his position as Judge of 
Probate in June of that year, and 
served until January, 1894, when ho 
resigned to accept the office of city 
recorder, an office which he held at 
the time of his death.
