THE GALLOWS

ltalian Murderer Executed in
Monitreal Yesterday — He
Collapsed whenthe End was
Near.

Montreal, May 26—Shrigking &nd
erying brokenly in a state of almost
total collapse, Francesco Crevola, the
murderer of Cuiseppi Chime, this
morning, paid the death penalty in
the vard of the Alontreal Jail, while
hundreds looked on from the neigh-
boring roofs. The condemned man
was half dragged and half carried
from the jail, handcufted and helpless,
with his head sunk upon his breast.
while sobs racked his frame and
screams for mercy broke from his lips,
The guards bore him stumbling to
the foot of the scaffold. He was car-
ried up the steps and Executioner
Ellis quickly arranged the rope and
cap while guards supported the moan-
ing victim. He was dead eight min-
utes after the drop was sprung.

At least a thousand people had
found places in windows, on high fen-
ces, on roofs, on telegraph poles and
to the most of these the whole scene
was open. The grim affalr assumed
the proportions of a big spectacle and
early in the morning crowds started
to arrive until by eight o'clock there
were 3,000 people in the streets out-
side the stone walls.

Over 100 policemen kept the crowd
in motion and prevented as far as

Fac-
tory employes in some of the estab-
lishments nearby flocked to the win-
dows and roofs and the crowd which
was unable to see into the jailyard
was kept supplied with details of the
proceedings by those who had points
of vantage. Most of the throng wait
ed until long after the hanging be-
fore dispersing

The condemned man had eaten no-
thing since yesterday and in the con-
demned cell there were little piles of
unused rations. All day yesterday Cre-
ola sobbed and wept. Waking this
morning from a state of coma, he
seemed to realize again to the full
his situation and consumed by a sud-
den madness trled to batter out’ his
brains st the wall of his cell.
With difficulty the guards restrained
him.
