MAN DEAD IN VANCOUVER

Frederick H. Hale was a

and for Many Years Represented Carleton

well known Lumberman

County in Dominion Parliament.

The sad news was flashed over the
wires Saturday that Frederick Hard-
ing Hale, who represented Carleton
County in the federal parliament for
many years, had died in Vancouver,
B. C, during the morning, after a
brief illness from heart disease. Mr.
Hale was 68 years of dge, having been
born in the parish of Northampton,
Carleton County, December 8, 1844.
His father was Martin Hale, a native
of Ireland, who immigrated to this
country when a boy, and settling in
Northampton became & prosperous
farmer and lumberman, and died at
the age of 63 yeéars. His mother was
& Miss Dickson, a descendant of Unil-
ed Empire Loyalists, who came to
New Brunswick in 1783,

Mr. Hale was educated in public
and private schools, and at an early
age began work in the lumber camps
on the Arcostook River. At the age
of 23 he engaged in business for him-
self, hauling logs for W, H, Murray
of St. John and A, F. Randolph of
Fredericton, After some years he
entered into partnership with George
Stickney for the purpose of engaging
in the manufacture of lumber at Graf-
ton, N. B.; and Iater he ame &
member of the firm of Hale and Craig,
Woodstock, where he carried on a
successful businesa for some years.
Seling out to his partner, he trans-
ferred his business interests to Fred-
éricton, becoming & member of the
firm of Hale and Murchie, and carry-
ing on an ive lumber busi
on the St. John River.

In 1387 Mr. Hale entered Dominion}

politics as a candidate lor, Carleton

county, and easily carried the county
that year in the Liberal interests, Dis-
agreeing with his 'party on the reci-
procity question, he attached him-
self to the Conservative party and was
their candidate in 1896, defeating N. R.
Colter by 416 votes. In 1900 he was
again elected, défeating F. B. Carvell
by 259 votes. In 1902 he removed to
Vancouver and was unable to regular-
Iy attend to the sessions of the House
of that year. A month before the elec-
tion of Nov. 3rd, 1904, his party called
him to Woodstock, and he entered the
contest with F. B. Carvell, but the
non-resident canvass in such a close
county as Carleton defeated him by
a majority of 274 votes,

He immediately returned to the west
where he was successful in business
and died a millionaire,

The burial will be in Vancouver.

The deceased was married three
times. His first wife was a Miss Magee,
of Brighton, Carleton county. His sec-
ond wife a Miss Boyer, of Victoria,
Carleton county, and his widow was
formerly a Miss Angelina Faulkner, of
Kings County.

One brother, J. J. Hale, of Grafton,
N. B, and one sister, Mrs. Zaphen
Phillips, of Upper Woodstock, N. B.
and five ‘children survive, The chil-
dren all of whom are in the west, are
Mrs. Dr. Saunders, Eveline, now mar-
ried, and Archie, Arthur and George
P. Hale.
