Yet he is not
a separatist, He will not sacrifice one
shred of 'Canadian preperty or one scintilla
of Canada’s freedom to pursue his own
policy, not even- for the sake of unity of
the empire.

Washington, Sept. 26—Notice of the ac-
tion of a speeial justice at Lee (Mass.),
in fining Hugh Gurney, third secretary
of the British ' embassy, was received at
the state department in a telegram from
Mr. Raikes; fifit secretary of the €mbassy,
who is et Lenox. The department immedi-
ately transmitbed this telegram in sub-
stance to the igovernor of Massachusetts,
with the suggestion that he do whatever
might be necessary to secure the diploma-
tic immunity 6f -Mr. Gurney. It is believed
at the departhent that the mauter may
be far more &étious than the local officials
at Lee seem to regard it.

In the first place by comstitutional and
satutory law, the persons attached to
an embassy are expressly relieved from
any legal respongibility and the exemp-
tion even exbtcunds o domestic servanis.

Seation ‘4063 revised  statutes declares
that any writ presecuted in any court of
the United States or of a state or by any
judge or justice intended to cause thie
arvest and imprisonment of any public
minister or his servant, shall be void.

The succeeding section, 064, revised
statwtes, provides that every person by
whom any such protest is’ obtained or
presecuted whether as party or attorney
and every officor concerned in its execu-’
tion “shall be decmed a viclator of the
aw of the pations and a disturber of the
vublic repcse, and shall be imprisoned
fcr mct mere than thiee. years and fined
1t the discretion of the count.”

It will remain for the governor of
Massachusetts to take initial action in
this gase which will requi}e prompi re-
dress.

Uncle Sam Apologized.

SOME BIG FIGURES

Increases in Salaries Amounted {o
$200,000 During Year — Mail
Mileage Gained Morg Than 6,-
000,000 —Postage Was Reduced
on all Classes of Matter.

Ottawa, Sept. 26—(Special)~The ac-
counts of the post office department for
the fidcal year ending the 30thr June, 1904,
have now been completed and show a net
surplus of $304,771. After paying the cost
of service throughout Canada, dncluding
Yukon and Atlin districts.

For the year 1896 there was a less,in the
workings of the post office amcunting to
@781,152, whilst for the year 1904 thcre
was a profit of mcre than $304,600 and
this after paying ail the cost of operating
the expensive postal system in the
Yukon, Atlin, Arthabasca and Great Slave
distriats which services were nct in force
in 1896.

This surplus is attained, mctwithstand-
ing that the postmaster general has made
substantizl increase to the salaries of post-
masiers, post office clerks, railway mail
clerks, inspeotors, lotter carriers a.nd\tll:
whole clerical staff in the service. Thl
increase for the year ending the  30th
June last amounted to $236,765.

1f the salartes of these officers had mot
been =o increased the surplus of $304,000
would have been $5 :

There has been an increase of 1,357 pest
oflices over 1893, whilst: the miicage which
the mails were carried by land and water
in 1904 amounted to 37,199,210 miles cr an
increased nu»eagc of ()Gn,o 7 miles over
the mileage in existence in 1896, an in-
crease in this branch of the service of 22
per cent.

The number of money orders and postal
note offices has increased from 1,319 in
189 to 12,894 in other words mnearly tfen
times greater.

Therc ave 961 post office savings banks
throughout the .country, an increase of
2006.

Postal rates have bcen decreased in
three different particulars, the rate on
letters for delivery within Canada and the
United States has been cut from three to
iwo cents. The rate on letters to the ‘old
country and to every pant of the British
empire, has been Jowered from five cents
to two. Theé charges on newspapers and
periodicals for delivery amywhere within
the empire has been reduced from four
cents a’ pound to one quarter cent.

Arrangements have been made for the
payment of Canadian money orders and
Canadian pcstal nctes in over 30,000 post
offices throughout the United States. On
the first of Octcber the letter rate be
tween (anada and Mexico will be lower-
ed so #: to promaute trade betiveen the
itwo coulviries. These reforms have already
resulted in greaily increasing the use of
the mails in Canada.

The number of letters that passed
through the mails in 1896 was 116,000,000
whilst in the past fiscal year it reached
252,000,000, an increase of more than 120
per cent.

There were 163,000 <individual accounts
in the post offiec.savings banks, an in-
crease of 42,000 since 1896. In cther words
33 per cent mcre people have money to
depesit in the savings banks of the coun-
try than was the case eight years ago. In
eight years this department of postal busi-
ness in Canada has gawn over 149 per cont
and: tho amount of money -conveyed

roug the mails in this way last year
totalled $32,534,000.

Large Force Menaces Kuropatkin's Left, Wh’lﬁa Oku and

Nodsu Will Attend to the Frantal Attac_k—-Bacent Photos
of Port Arihur Show Large Supplies of Coal
On Hand.

Indications are. discerned at St. Peters-
burg that the Japanese are planning a
flanking movement against Gemeral Kuro-
patkin’s left, to compel retirement from
Sintsintin. General Kuroki is supposed to
design crossing the Hun. river at a point
considerably cast of Mukden, from which
he is expected to move down that stream
and co-operate with an army from Sian-
chan, while Generals Oku and Nodzu holds
General Kuropatkin south of Mukden.

Japanese attacks on Da Pass and San-
lingku are vegarded as confirmation of
ithis theory. Outpo:its of Generals Oku and
Nodzu have been in ecmflict with Cossacks
between Bentsiaputze and the railway.

No news has been received from Port
Arthur.

Japs Flanking Movement.

St. Petensburg, Sept. 26, 5 p. m.—Lhe
cause of the extreme deliberation in the
Japanese advance on Mukden was explain-
ed by a despateh meceived from General
Kuropatkin this afternoon, which indi-
cates that Field Marshal Oyama has not
yet concentrated his forces. Fresh troops
are comstantly arriving at Bentsiaputze,
while others which recently reached Liao
Yang are marching up the Taitse river to
Sianchan. These u‘einforcemeuts presum-
ably come from Japan.

So soon as the fourth Japanese army at
Sianchan is sufficiently strong it is now ev-
ident that the Japanese intend to resort
to their favorite flanking tactics, move a
formidable amray! against General Kuropat-
kin’s left and compel the evacuation of
‘Sintsintin, They are evidently reconnoit-
ering the ground over which the Sanchan
army will march up amd’join with the
fourth army from Sianchan while Gener-
als Nodsu and Oku will engage ‘General
Kuropatkin’s attention south of Mukden.

Kuropatkin now reports that Japanese
scouts have been encountered near the
Hun river, half way to r\rIukdefn, trying to
seize Kaoutou past, ten mi’es northeast of
Bentsiaputze, in order to clear the way
to Fushun and that Oku’s and Nodsu's
outposts have been engaged in skirmishing
with Cossacks mear Inpu between Bentsi-
aputze and the railroad.

Russian Soldiers Break Parole.

New York, Sept. 26—A special to the
Tribune from San Francisco says: Re-
ports from the Mare Island mavy yard
show 'that desertions from ithe Russian
cruiser Lena are increasing and that if
they continue the parole exacted by the
United States will become a farce.

Was Delayed Monday Evening by
An Accident to Her Machinery.

There was considerable anxiety Monday

night among those nwho had friends on the |
steamer Prince Rupert when the steamer:

did mot arrive 4t her usual hour. It was
a fine day in the bay and a break down
was rightly given as the cause of delay
by a number, while many rumors had been
circulated that the steamer had gone a
shore.

Agent Currie was besieged by hundreds
of inquiries, and in answer to a telegram
tu Digby he learned that the steamer was
drifting off Digby light.

It was about 2.30 o’clock yesterday af-
ternoon when the Rupcert sailed {rom
Digby, and when thirteen minutes out
from Point Prim light (or about six miles)
a connecting rod pin‘bolt broke, and this
caused a second bolt to bend, and- the en-
gincer was given trouble and the steamer
disabled. Had the pin not bent in the rod
a delay of only about half an hour woculd
have been caused, but under the circum-
stances tthe steel pin had to be bored out,
and it was 8.45 o’clock last might before
the damage was rcpaired, and the Rupert
was once more under full speed and
headed for St. John, arriving at her dock
at 11 o’clock. Tho passengers were well
taten czae of during the delay.

ghe Rupert sails for Digby at ithe usual
hd¥r this morning and the damage, out-
side the delay was nothing of a serious
nature.

The following despatch
from Digby last night:

“A telephone message from Point Prim
at 7.45 tonight stated that steamer Prince
Rupert was disabled five miles off the
hight. The tug Marina, Captain C. F.
Lewis, left for the scene, The weather
was calm in the bay and only three ¥ghts
visible. The Marina spoke the Dighy fish-
ing schconer Mayflower, Captain  Ellis,
sevem miles off Point Prim light, who re-
ported that the Rupert had been disfbled
six hours and had drifted to the westward
during the whole of the ebb tide. At 9
o’clock he said she appeared to be able to
procced on her voyage and her lights were
soon out of sight. Captain May also left
for the scene of the disaster, but met the
Marina in the Gut and returned to Digby.
