| pany sometimes gave advances but that

been treated to ascertain its value. Then
| they either bought the silver or returned
it to the owner less certain charges for
treating it. This point was dealt with
by Judge Dernton, who agreed that if {he
law referred only to the selling of ore the
| point- was well taken. It went further,
however, in that it included silver “partly
treated,” and it was for the jury to say
whether the bullion that Dr. Wilkinson
had admitted buying from the prisoner
came® under that heading. The jury was
out for nearly two hours and at the end
of that time came in and reported that
they saw no prospect of coming to an
agreement. Judge Denton accordingly dis-
missed them and on request of the county
crown attorney traversed the case and the
other charges against the prisoner to the
next assizes. The other cases will prob-
ably be gone on with in the morning.
