Prices of tin plate advanced after the
organization of the company, but this was
due, he explained, to advances in
prices of crude steel and pig tin
which the tin plate company had no con-
trol. Moreover, he said, prices of tin
plate were much higher in the vears previ-
ous to 1898 than after,

Judge Dickinson brought out from the
witness in this connection  that the Na
tional Steel Company, manufacturers of
crude steel, was controlled by “practical-
ly the same interests” that controlled the
Tin Plate Company. This company, tohe
American Sheet Steel Company and the
American Steel Hoop Company were or-
ganized as customers of the National
8Bteel Company, Mr. Reid said, and Judge
Moore, chief organizer of all four, nego-
tiated their the United States
Steel Corporation through J. P Morgan
& Compaany. The Steel Corporation want-
ed only the tin plate company, he said,
but it was “all or none.”

Mr. Reid flatly declined to tell the
amount. of eteel corporation stock he re-
ceived for his holdings in the American
Tin Plate Company

Jacob Meurer, an independent tin plate
manufacturer, who was the only other
witness today, told of his inability to buy
black plate from the constituent compan-
ies of the American Tin Plate Compang
after it was orginazed. - — -
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
