« In times ot peace prepare for war,’’ is
an adage fully as applicable to matters
political and civil, as to purcly military af-
fairs ; and now, while there is yot a calm
in our Provincial sea of troubles, and while
we are blessed with the intellectual energy
engendered by this cold and bracing sea-
son, and with the opportunity for medita-
tion afforded by long winter evenings, it
well becomesus to trim our lamps and
strengthen onr beacons in preparation for
any tempest which may arise. In taking
stock of all our possessions, however, in
reviewing our best men, and in investigat-
ing the systems upon which they work, we
must confess that we feel conscious of
a weakness that we cannot and perhaps we
should not attempt to conceal.

The want of energetic, able, and above
all honest representative men, is being es-
pecially felt in every section of America,
and though at times the astounding rascal-
ity of individuals like the Tammany lead-
ers produces a violent but only partially
successful revulsion in favor of truth and
honesty, when the glariog evil is once re
moved, and for a time & change for the
better is effocted, it is not long before the
retrogressive movement COmMMmMEeNOCes, and
the evil spirit brings its many comrades to
the newly garnished mansions, It seems sin-
gular that when all the arts and sciences
are successfully calling for the genius of the
land ; when manufacturers of the most
trivial articles utilize the greatest intel
lects; when even the rustic demands as-
sistance from eminently learned men, the
ranks of politicians should mnot be filled
with our best scholars and our wealthiest
and most trust-worthy citizens. But mach
as we may wonder, it still remains & fixed
trath that those who should be foremost
in the ranks of our representative men are
in retirement, offer no suggestions for the
common welfare, and even snecer at the
efforts of the few who really seek the pub-
lic good. 1If there was the slightest pros-
pect of improvement, we might perhaps
_postpone complaints, but the symptoms of
the disorder look more gloomy every day ;
and when we smilingly and hopefully
await the advent of a mew band of aspir-
ants for public honors, thoy come pushing
. forward, energetic it is true, bat uncul-
....tursd,,‘uneqnal to their duties, and too
. often unprincipled and unscrapuious.
" Nowand then perhaps, when some great

question arises, 2s for instance that of
Confederation, & powerful, clamorous and
importunate party drags a Cincinnatus
from bis plow, dut the great battle fought
and the tide of victory turned in either
way, back he hastens to his retirement and
his own concerns, leaving the maltitade
around him to groan beneath the incapable
sway of third class rulers.

Little did the leaders of the old Liberal
party think when, years ago, they intro-
duced and carried the principles of Respon-
sible Government, upset the firmly-rooted
Family Compact system. and opened the
first Provincial situetions to men of all
classes, that the best would not come for-
ward and win the prizes; but we cannot
but admit that at the present time pablic
officials and public men, as & rule, are not
equal to their predecessors in the days long
gove by. We bave speoial refererice at
present {0 Provineial and, we may add,
Civic representation, for we have sent some
good men to Ottaws, and, please Provi-
dence, we shall send more; but, if our
Local House is to be peopled by no better
specimens of humanity than at present ; if
we are to have no iner samples of forensic
eloquence, administrative ability, disin-
terested sincerity, and simple-minded
straightforwardness than durihg the
shameful Session of last year, then we say
that House should die, and we denvand, in
tho name of the people, that it perform the’
act of self-murder, for which we are as-
sured it would receive forgiveness from
Heaven,and most siacere, heartfelt thanks
from at least one small section of the
earth.

In Civic representation, also, we cannot
but perceive the same defects, our City
Fathers scarcely equalling, and certainly
not surpassing, the local parliamentary
men in soundness or breadth of intellect,
and since it would seem that the
Council Chamber is, in a measure,
lhe nursery for budding politicians

only a lower class of intellectual but a
lower class of moral beings will control
our public destinies, and we will find it no
easy task to uncoil the parasites which,
starting as little succors, have increased in
size and strength st our expense. At pre-
sent, our only chance for safety is in the
few good men We DOW pOssess, but when
they leave active pablic life for permancnt
official position or for private retirement,
are their places to be filled by the greedy
young gentlemen now clasping the lower

rungs of the ladder, or can we not do bet-
ter?

Having a large amount of faith in the
resources of our people, we believe that we
can do better, but it is of course necessary,
in the first place, fully to appreciate the
difficulties and defects of our present posi-
tion, and this we shall endeavor to do.

Nobody Hanged !

« Last year,”’ says the New York Sun,
« there were 305 murders in this City.
« Nobody was hanged.” The lament was
uttered previous to the Fisk- Stokes trouble.
A New York paper of Tuesday-last stated
that ¢ Bets of $80 to $100 were offered
and taken that Stokes would not be hung.”
And a leading Now York citizen the other
day asked the gentleman with whom he
was discussing the tragedy, © if he had
ever heard of a man worth $200,000 being
hanged?”’ Stokes evidently does not feel
over anxious. He has had -his prison
apartments handsomely furnished at his
own expense, and amuses himself by read-
ing all the New York newspapers. He
bas secured very able Counsel, including
John Graham, the celebrated criminal
lawyer, who managed to secure the acquit-
tal of McFarland, the unfortunate wretch
who shot Richardson, the journalist. In
McFarland’s case, the hostility of the
public to free love principles was arttully
atilized to influence thc verdict. In
Stokes’s case, the dislike of tho merchants
and mcral people of New York to Fisk’s
wiid and wicked career will'be worked up
toshield the cold-blooded murderer from
the penalty of his crime. Already there
seems a remarkable diversity of opinion in
reference to the prisoner’s culpability ;
for while journals inspired by Fisk’s
friends, are clamoring for the murcerer’s
death, there are mot wanting  in New
York numerous apologists for Stokes, who
feel rather pleased to think he has been
the means of removing a great terror from
their midst. Right thinking people, how-
ever, are not swayed by feelings of this
description. They beliove the shooting was
deliberate, wilful murder,—as great an
eatrage on society and the laws as was ever
perpetrated ; and they insist on the
punishment for murder being executed.
They form a large class, even in New York.
It will not be their fault (so far as moral
i. fluences go) if & $200,000 man is not sent
to the gallows in the person of Stokes.

All the present week the sleighing has
been excellent, the ground being covered
with a smooth sheet of ice and encrusted
snow which has rendered the roadsas slip-
pery as ever was seen ; bus it does not bid
fair to continue, as the thaw of yesterday
proved quite injurious.

The horses are a closely
mated pair of dapple greys, of good size
and appearance, attached to a new ba-
rouche sleigh brought out this week from
Price & Shaw’s factory, which for beauty
of design and finish will compare favorably
with anybody’s vehicle. It is painted a
delicate cherry color, with gold stripe, and
provided with neat silver railings, also
with costly robes. It is tastefully carpeted
and cushioned. The harness is of the
latest fashion, gold mounted, with neat
pole, chains and other equipments,

Dr. Wm. Bayard displays a high bred
pair of bay mares, which drive very evenly
together to a superior blue barvuche
sleigh, fitted with expensive robes, etc.

John Armstrong, Ksq., has a spirited
team of greys, of bold and stylish carriage,
which take along his elegant barouche
sleigh in fine style.

LYNCHING OF TWO NOTORIOUS DESPERADOES IN
MISSOURI—DISCOVERY OF THEIR LAST MUR-
DEROUS PLOT—BUCKSKIN’S DANCE OF DEATH.
Sexeca, Mo, Dec. 24.—On Saturday

evening last Loais Swimm and Texas Joe,

alias Buckskin, were at Prairie City, on
the Atlantic and Pacific Railroad, in the

Cherokee Nation, and induced Henry Sals-

man, a German track layer, to go about

two miles from the station to scll some
whiskey which they said they had secreted
there. W hen they got him outside they
attacked him with clubs, breaking his
arms, fingers and head. They robbed him
of $25 in money and his watch, and left

him for dead. Salsman partially recover-
ed, and crawling to the depot, made known
the outrage. The men’s names wWere tele
graphed to all points on the road, with the
eircumstances of the robbery, and a de-
seription of the men. Swimm made his
way the same night to Seneca, where he
was discovered and arrested by a vigilance
committee. A party was sent in pursuit
of Buckekin, who also was captured, not
until, however, he received three shots in
his body. The vigilance commlittee han%-
od Swimm to a tree a quarter of a mile
from the town. On Sunday morning Buck-
skin was taken to the spot where the body
of his confederate was suspended and
hanged. He made a full confession of his
crimes. He admitted having mu
during the past yeat eleven men on the
borders of the State and [ndian territory,
the whole booty he obtained being omly
While this tragedy was enacting
the railroad men discovered s plot, matared
by Swimm and Buckskin, to rob and pro-
bably murder the man who pumps the
water for the tanks at the railroad bridge

¢ 3nooting Affair in

A JEW AND AN EMIGRATION .AGENT
HAVE A SERIOUS DIFFICULTY !

CARELFSS USE OF FIREARMS!

Well dressed men shooting cach other
in hotels is becoming fashionable. A
Stokes-Fisk affuir on a smaller scale, in
the Waverley House last cvening, was the
cause of great excitement amonga large
number in the hotel office and in thedining
room, where, a few minutes previous to
seven o’clock, in consequence of some in-
sulting remarks, Samuel Isaacs, of the
firm of M. Jacobs & Co., of the Steel
Wire Broom and Brush Factory, 78 Me-
Gill street, Montreal, discharged four
shots from & Smith & Wesson revolver, at
James Whitman, Emigration Agent of the
Northern Pacific Railway.

It appears that lsaacs left Montrezl on
Tuesday evening, arrived here on Thurs-
day night, and went to the Waverley
House. He was introduced to W hitman
on Thursday evening.

THE FIRST ALTERCATION.

Yesterday afternoon Whitman went in
to the hotel, and in conversation with
Dr. DeWolf, of St. Stephen, in the pre-
sence of [saacs, narrated a circumstance in
which he had just been a participant. He
said a shopman down street had asked a
laboring man to put in some coal for him,
and enquired how much he would charge
for doing it. The laborer replied twenty
cents, and the shopman offered fifteen
cents. Whitman said he (Whitman) told
the man not to put it in, and he would
give him twenty cents.

Isaacs joined in the conversation and
asked if the shopman heard him make the
offer, Whitman replizd no, he took the
man away. Isaacs, who then had an ap-
pointment at half-past five with Mr. Mc-
Avity, in Water St., and was behind the
counter in the hotel office putting on his
overshces, remarked to W hitman, who was
standing near, that it would be a good joke
if that man went back and put ia the coal,
for he would then make thirty five cents
out of it.

Whitman turnedaround and asked him
if he was talking to him or to the stove-
pipe? Isaacs begged bis pardon, and said
be thought be had been introduced to bim
or he would not have spoken at all. Whit
man then called Isaacs ** a damned Yankee
Jew,a Jew who had crucified our Savi-
our.” Isaacs said, “you would not have
had a Saviour if we had not crucified
him.”” Whitman then went up to Isaacs
and said he could nail his hands and feet
up. Isaacs told him it would take a better
man than he todo it ; to go away,—he was
drank ; when Whitman raised his cane to
strike him. The porter and clerk took
Whitman away and then let go of him,
when he rushed at Isaacs again. Thepor-
ter again touk charge of Whitman and took
him off to bed.

THE SECOND DIFFICULTY.

1saacs immediately wentout and returu-
ed to tea about twenty minates to seven
o'clock. He satdown atone end of a
short dining table, a number of which are,

the other end of the table, and said, “‘a
Jew and a Nigger takes away my appetite.”’
Isancs did not reply, when W hitman called
to one of the waiters to put up a screen in
the middle ot the table, so.he- wouald not
see * that Jew Crucifier.”> Isaacs then
said, “ You are no gentleman.”

Whitman jumped up, and Major Mac-
abane who was near him pulled him ba
to his seat. He jumped up again, when
Major Macshane said, ¢ You have insulted
that gentleman, coine away to your room.”

THE SHOOTING.

After this the parties have.a different
version of the affair. Issacs says Whit-
man rushed at him, and he fired at him.
Major Macshane says he was taking Whit-
man away when he saw Isaacs put his band
inside the breast of his coat, take out his
revolver and fire three shots at Whitman,
who then broke away from him and rushed
at Isaac and caught him. During the
struggle the pistol again went off. Two
of the balls struck the dining room ceiling
and fell to the floor and were afterwards
found there. One shot grazed Whitman’s
shoulder and the ball lodged in his vest
pocket.

ISAACS
was taken to the Police Station and locked
up till this morning. He is a good-look-
ing, well-dressed young man; will be
twenty- four years old Valentine’s day, and
has lived in Philadephia till last July.
Since that time he has lived in Montreal.

It appears that yesterday afternoon, after
the first difficulty in the Waverly, Isaacs
went down to McAvity’s hardware store in
Water street, having some business with
the firm, and while there bought a revol-
ver, probably the one used,

AT LOGGERHEADS.—TROUBLE IN

Loxpox, Jan. 12.

Advices from St. Petersburg state that
Prince Gortschakof’s note to Minlster
Curtin was published in the Official Mes-
genger, an unusual course.

It says that Catacazy was ordered to
o>me to Russia as soon a3 the Grand Duke
had departed from the United States, and
was informed that he would not be returned
to his post. :

The Prince regrets that this painful af-
fair did not terminate with the acquies-
cnce by Russia in the request of Mr. Fish,
who ought then, by rule of courtesy be-
tween friendly nations, to have considered
it finally settled.

The subsequent correspondence shows _
that neither sufficient attention nor respect’
was shown to the Russian Ambassador
whilst performing his duties.

Mr. Fish’s letters present complaints
ugainst Catacazy, and then invite the Im-
perial Cabinet to judge his conduct. Many
of these complaints Catacazy has satisfac-
torily refated, and on others judgment will
be passed when Catacazy has full liberty
to present his case.

The Prinee hopes the justice of this will
be sufficiently understood. The United
States cannot expect judgment to be passed
on Catacazy before he renders his version of
the unpleasant affair.
