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They also submit, herewith, for the information of Parliament, an abstràct of
the account current of the Library from the 1st June, 1892 (the date of the last
audit) to the 24th March, 1893; together with a statement (classified by subjecte)
of expenditure for books, during the same period, as prepared by the Acting Account-
ant.
