South’s bidding leaves
much to be desired, but I 
question whether any other 
bidding sequence would be 
more acceptable.

West's four of clubs 
opening lead was taken by 
South’s singleton ace. It was 
perfectly obvious to South 
that East, for his vulnerable 
one notrump opening bid, 
had, amongst other high 
cards, the four outstanding 
kings. It was equaUy ap­
parent that East, by 
definition, had a balanced 
hand, which meant that each 
of his kings was guarded. 
With these ‘‘facts’’ serving 
as the foundation, declarer 
went about his business.

At trick two, South led the 
jack of trumps and overtook 
it with dummy's queen, East 
winning with the king. East 
returned a club, declarer 
ruffing with the nine-spot, 
after which he led the four of 
trumps and took it with the 
board’s eight-spot. The 
diamond finesse was now 
taken, successfuUy. Next the 
three of trumps was led to 
the board’s seven-spot, and a 
spade was played, declarer’s 
queen being finessed. At the 
end, declarer conceded a 
spade and a diamond.

In terms of approach, 
declarer knew that both 
finesses — In spades and 
diamonds would be suc­
cessful. The problem was to 
be ableto get to dummy two 
times to take the finesses. If

the ace of trumps were 
cashed at any time, declarer 
would have but one entry, 
since East's trump king was 
bound to be a winner. Fur­
ther, if declarer had ruffed 
with either the three of four 
of hearts (at trick three), he 
would have lost an entry to 
dummy, since both of these 
cards were essential for 
gaining access to the board's 
seven and eight of trumps.

The proper play of this 
deal required neither genius 
nor brilliance. All that was 
needed was a marshalling of 
the facts that presented 
themselves (in the bidding) 
and the practical application 
of the knowledge obtained.

In retrospect, South’s play 
was simple, but, had a 
novice been at the helm, the 
ending probably have been 
different.

Plugged into the 
Mississauga Library

About $100,000 has been 
earmarked by S.B. 
McLaughlin Associates, 
Ltd., the developers, to move 
and renovate Cherry Hill, a 
homestead built in 1822 at the 
comer of Cawthra Road and 
Dundas ' Street East, 
Mississauga, and said to be 
the oldest building in Peel 
County.

Ron Duquette, com­
munications officer for 
McLaughlin, told a meeting 
of local historians at Central 
Library last week that the 
house will probably be 
turned into a restaurant and 
museum and will become a 
commercial venture, paying 
its own way.

Mr. Duquette reported 
that a special road must be 
built to move Cherry Hill to 
its new site, and McLaughlin 
plans to invite historians and 
archaeologists to dig the 
road area before bulldozers 
get to work.

According to A History of 
Peel County, which was on 
display at the Library when 
Duquette announced 
McLaughlin’s plans, Cherry 
Hill was built by Joseph 
Silverthorn, his third 
residence on land granted to 
hint in 1807.

He was only 20 when he 
began farming in Peel, and 
brought hjÇXbride from 
Lundy's Lane into “a 
howling wilderness, literally 
howling, with wolves who 
stale from young Joseph’s 
first little stock of 
livestock.”

The local historians met at 
the request of the Library to 
plan talks, exhibits and 
publications about Peel 
County.

Among exhibits from the 
Library were the Barnett 
scrapbooks, the Mary Fix 
papers, and the Perkins Bull 
historical series.

Not on display, but among 
the library's records, Is a 
copy of the Mississauga 
Times of May 31,1972, which 
contains a front page story of 
a seance at Cherry Hill, 
under the heading: “Seance 
in ‘haunted house': Were the 
ghosts real?”

The meeting of Historians 
was held in the Library’s 
auditorium, which also 
houses, until May 18, a 
collection of photos by Neil 
Newton, of another historical 
area, around Enniskillen, 
where he lives.

Tonight, Wednesday, May 
9, Mr. Newton wiU be guest 
of honor at a coffee party, 
when he will discuss his 
work.

Anthony Adamson, 
chairman of Ontario Arts 
Council, and a well known 
Mississauga historian, will 
preside. Tomorrow, 
(Thursday May 10) another 
kind of historian will be 
speaking at Central Library.

Jack Eisenberg is co­
author of a book entitled 
Don’t Teach That, which 
details cases from all across 
Canada where teachers have 
stepped out of line and into 
controversy.
