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Taxation ln 1921 was at the rate of $41.96 P** 
head of the eensus population, hut the Government also borrowed 
and spent $10.47 per head of the population, making the 
total oontrlbutlon of the Individual ln present and future 
taxes $62.43. Similarly In 1922 taxation of $36.78 per head 
was supplemented by borrowings of $9.09, or $44.87 ln ell.
In 1923 the Individual's share of the national taxation was 
Increased to $36.93, but the borrowings on his account were re­
duced to $3.48 or $40.41 In all. In 1924 hie taxes were again 
slightly higher at $37.04, but Instead of adding to his obllgatlo 
he reduced the» by $3.90, or ln other words, hie net payments 
ln current taxes were only $33.14. In 1926 hie taxes were 
$31.42 and his obligations reduced by 4 cents, making his pay­
ments ln current taxes, $31.38. Finally, In 1926 is taxes 
were $34.21, but hie capital obligations were reduced by $2.36, 
leaving his net contribution for current purposes v31.86.
