; trade and still greater growth in the demand 
for Canadian tobacco, from other countries.

9. Of1 the countries importing tobacco the 
United - Kingdom alone imports about 800,- . 
0004*90 pounds of raw leaf annually. The 
British tariff gives colonial leaf a preference 
of 25 per cent of the import dirty-or approxi­
mately 50 cents per pound; hence the British 
market alone offers enormous possibilities.
