INTERNATIONAL MEET
IS EPOCH IN HISTORY

British Dominions Wére Near 
Having No Direct Represen­

tation At London..
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TORONTO, Nov. 11.—■ Canada’s ' 
status in imperial ' affairs was the 
subject of an address delivered to 
The Canadian Club today by Senator 
N. A. Beleourt, envoy extraordinary 
of the Canadian Government at the 
recent conference In London,

How nearjp the British Déminions 
were to having no direct representa­
tion was described by Senator Bel­
court.

Notwithstanding that Canada bad 
protested because It had not been 
Invited to the conference of Lausanne 
and had refused to submit to Its own 
Parliament the treaty bearing that 
name, the matter of the representa­
tion of the Dominions and Indtfi at 
the last London conference was 
looked by the Government of 
Britain, said Senator Belcourt.

Canada's Statue.
“When the Prime Minister ap­

pointed me to represent Canada a* 
the conference hie Instructions were 
to Insist upon representation separate 
from Great Britain and with equal 
power.”

On his arrival In London, however, 
he learned that Australia. New Zea­
land and India had agreed to be 
represented on the “panel" system 
by their High Commissi oners in 
London. “I was informed by the 
head of the British Government and 
the Colonial Secretary that Insist­
ence on my part for separate and' 
equal representation would hinder, 
delay and probably frustrate the 
work of the conference. According­
ly I consented to recommend to the 
Government of Canada the panel 
representation, as Canada would, I 
felt sure, decline to assume and re­
sponsibility for delay or hindrance 
in the work of the conference.

“I, however, insisted that my re­
commendation must be accompanied 
with a distinct agreement that the 
panel representation must be only 
for this conference, and, if approved 
by my Government, thet it would 
not be looked upon as creating a 
precedent or quoted or looked upon 
as in any sense a derogation from 
the status recognised at Versailles 
and Washington or from the agree­
ment m»de at the Imperial confer­
ence or 1928."
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
