should be Inourred for this purpose was only sent to the Do¬

partment on the 12th instant. The soenditure was not yproved

and there is not money available wherewith to make payment

for the labor performed. Under the circumstances it will be

necessary to wait for the passage of an Order-in-Council

authorizing payment. In this connection I my say that

you should not at any time.incur.wenditure particularly

a large outlay of this nature until you have received author

ity from the Depurtment.

It may be something before an Order-in-Council can

be obtained.
