tion meetipgs shall hence forward be held
alternately in 8t. Patrick's (irle), St. Joseph’s
weirls), and St, Bridget's (irls) school, Io
\his way the removal of the difficulty of select
lng & place of meeting suitable to all con-
cerned, has been effected, and the prospects of
the association for the present year are bright-
ened considerably. In fact, 8o much genvine
enthusiagm and good fellowship seems to pre-
vail among the teacning body in the Scparate
schools that difficulties no sooner appear than
they are dieposed of promptly, and to the satis
faction of all.
