MYSTERIOUS DEATH.

ToroNTo, Aug. 27.—A very peculiar case is
reported from Royalston, Wis., which may re-
sult in an arrest for manslaughter. Some
weeks ago a young man named James Me-
Laughlin became bled with a hach

and applied to a Dr. Newton, of that town,
for a cure. The doctor gave him a bottle of
medicine, the direction being to take a tea-
spoonful every half hour till relieved. The
young man, after taking o dose, went to bed,
& neighbor sleeping with him. At midnight
he got up, having taken altogether about one
half of the medicine, and announced that the
ache in his tooth was gone, but the side and
back of his head pained him and his body
and legs were stiff and swollen. He went
into the yard, and in the morning his father
found his body at the gate coldin death. An
inquest was beld: Dr. Newton testified that
there was nothing in' the medicine to cause
death ; other medical men swore that they
could not tell-the cause of his death; and the
jury returned verdict of ‘died from
causes unknown.” The brother of de-
ceased, not satisfied, sent the balance
of the medicine to a doctor inthiscity,and he
made an analysis, finding the medicine to
contain an alkaloid resembling aconitine and
showing sufficient of the deadly poifon in
what young McLaughlin had taken to cause
death. Further developments are expeeted.

A brick wall 8 feet high will
give the same pressure. On each of the
twelve rails, under a eradle 350 feet long, we
would have 115 wheels. oh rail would
then carry one-twelfth of the 6,000 tons, or
500 tons, This would be abous 4§ tons on
each wheel. As the drivers of a large freight
engine at rest give a pressure of over 6 tons
each upon the rail, it will be seen that we real-
ly need no heavier rails and ties than are used
on first class railways. With the pressure of
the ship thus distributed, it is plain that she
cannot bend, twist or strain in any way, un-
less the earth gives way under her, and this
is not likely to occur if ordinary care be used
in building and maintaining the roadbed.

Tbe former does not
feel much safer than Mr. Maiden, for he rests
upon the very verge of ruin, the erack and
depression of some two feet being within two
feet of the foundation of his dwelling. The
territory embraced in the cave will cover
about three acres.

1t alleges
that from simple good nature on the part of
vessel men demurrage has not been exacted.
It urges the vessel men to elaim demurrage
every time, and this may be the means of
compelling Kingston forwarders to *‘pro-
vide more barges and elevators; in fact,
provide storage of their own for the grain
congigned instead of stealing it from the lake
1 owners.” With reference to the pro-
viding storage for grain, it has already been
shown that a stationfiy elevator and store
was & dead loss to its . yner, and finally had
to be sold for other purposes. Experience
has taught Kiogston capitalisis that that
kind of storage will not pay, and they do not
feel inclined to go into any such scheme. As
one  gentleman said, the other day, while
speaking on this subject, **We have tried this
elevator business and it wou't pay; but the
harbor is open for , St. Catliarines people to
try it. Instead ef crying out about it, why
don’t some of their rich men come here and
erect an elevator, and see where their money
would go.” This would be a good solution of
the Journal's proposition, and we are sure
any gentleman from St. Catharines who has
mouney to invest in the way indicated would
be weloome to Kingston.

DOUVGRERTY's FALL.

Further Revelntions Concerning the Nt
‘Nhomas Temperance Shark,

St. Tuoxas, Aug. 26.—8till more startling
revelations of the audacity and consnmmate
villiany of Tom Dougherty, the fallen cham-
pion of temperance and religion, are being
brought to light daily.  Chief Fewings has
ascertained that Dongherty was in the habit
of visiting Amheratburg, and delivering tem-
perance addresses, and accordingly he started
to thatplace this morning, and during his stay
learned that Dongherty was held in very high
esteem by the temperance people of that sec-
tion, who were greatly surprised to learn of
his downfall.  Once, on the occasion of a
grand temperance demonstration ihere,
Dougherty was mes at the depot by a band
and escorted in trinmph through the streets,
and afterwards addressed a large crowd. The
Chief also learned that in December last
Dougherty sent to Amberstburg by express a
quantity of goods to the Temperance Society,
with the explanation that his* mother had
been burnt out in the Old Country, .and he
wanted te send the proceeds of these goods
to help support her.  He also stated that he
had bought these goods for his sister, who
had died, consequently they were on his
hands, and he wished the Society to do the
best they could with him.  The goods, com-
prising & work-box, ecard-case, album and
other articles, were disposed of by raflle, a
check for $25 being forwarded to Dougherty.
The Temperance Association met to-day, it
being the oceasion of a grand gathering, and
after publicly denouncing Dougherty as an
unprineipled hypoerite and scoundrel, ex-
pressed their anxiety to return all the articles
received from him.

INDIAN COMPLICATIONS,

WasmiNaToN, Aug. 26.—Indian affairs
in the Northwest are more complicated. Rain-
in-the-Face and nearly 1,000 savages are prac-
tically in possession of the Fort Peck agency.
The agent refused to feed them and they as-
sumed such an attitude that he fled to Fort
Buford. There is no appropriation to feed
any more Indians and over three months
remain  before Congress meets and
another appropriation can be made. If the
Indians are driven back to Canada again the
Interior Department is not sure the Queen
will regard it as & kindly act. The matter
will be left to Schurz, who will arriveat Fort
Buford in about a week.

Dexver, Aug. 26.—Information from the
Southern Ute agency states that the commis-
sioners that arrived are delayed by the tardi-
ness of the Soutbern Indians and the illness
of Ouray who is suffering from fever. It is be-
lieved that the Southern Indians will sign the
treaty but will be very slow about it.
