Field Marshal von Macken-
sen is Busy Directing the
Preparations.

Paris, Dec. 29.—Telegrams from
Bucharest declare that Field Marshal
von Mackensen is directing prepara-
tions for a powerful expedition
against Egypt, says a Havas despatch
from Rome. Advices to the Messag-
gero from the Roumanian capital; it is
added, are that a number of trains
loaded with munitions have been sent
to Turkey, including one train of 25
flat carsladen with the parts of two
16-inch mortars and shells for the use
of the guns, the shipment being des-
tined for use in the Egyptian cam-
paign.

Reports that Germany is preparing
to move against the Suez Canal and
Egypt with a mixed force of Turks,
Germans and Austrians are current
in Paris. Some of the reports go into
various details, it being said, for in-
stance, that the army is likely to con-
sist of from 500,000 to 800,000 men,
and that a four-track railway is being
built across the half desert region to-
wards Suez.

The Daily Mail's correspondent at
QOdessa telegraphs: “Large quantities
of heavy artillery are being moved to
Constantinople in connection with the
expedition to Egypt, for which the
army is tiow concentrated in Syria.
Ancther army of three divisions, un-
der. Sered Bey, has gathered on the
shores of thz Besphorus.”

The aunusual activity that developed
during the closing months of the sea-
son is indicated in the fact that there
were 21,232 vessel passages, an in-

crease of 2,516, or 13 per cent., com- |
| pared with 1914, while registered net

tonnage of the carriers was 56,399,-
147 tons, 2n increase of 14,412,808
tons, or 34 per cent. compared with
the previous year.

Among the freight commodities
handled, wheat and copper each show-
ed an increase of 70 per cent, ‘and in
volume of moveément each established
a new season record. Wheat ship-
ments were 255:481,558 bushels, an in-
crease of 105,197,463 bushels. Copper
shipments aggregated 156,436 short
tons, or 04,672 tons more than last
year.

The largest movement of wheat in
any previous season was in 1913, when
204,821,507 bushels were sent down
the lakes. The highest previous re-
cord in copper shipment s was 148,-
070 tons in 1910.

The movement of iron ore was 45,-

213,601 tons, an increase of 13,799,839 |

tons, or 44 per cent., compared with
1914. General merchandise aggrega-
ting 1,595,398 tons represented a gain
of 278,094 tons, or 21 per cent.

The season’s lumber movement was
456,451,000 feet, an increase of 4,303,-
000 feet, or 1 per cent.

Both anthracite and bituminous coal
shipments fell short of 1914, the for-
