REPORT OF THE CHEESE MARKETS.

BrockviLLe, July 19.— Dire
disappointent appeared to be the
Salesmen were dis
appointed in learning that their goods
were not wanted just now ; the secre-
tary was disappointed in the number
of loxes registered ; local representa-
tives of the “Noted Big Four Opera-
tors” were disappointed in finding
themselves shut out of the mark
while a majority of the ¢ smaller-f
operators - were |li~:xp|-mnlv(l in rat
having an order to fill on “hest terms.”
Only about 5,000 Loxes of cheese were
registered. The réason for the small
offerings was on account of scveral of
the galesmen having sold out on Sat
urday and Monday on a basis of 9 3 t.
About half of the roods offered were
June cheese. 530 boxes were colored
cheese.  About 200 boxes in all were
sold at from 9 1/2. b, 9 5/8.  Liver-
pool cable 47s.

Belleville, Stratford, Aylmer and Camp-
bellford Markets.

Advices from Belleville, Stratford
and Aylmer cheese markets held on
the same day, show that there was no
business done although 9 1/4 to 9 1/2
was offered. At Campbellford market
on Friday, 1,350 boxes were boarded by
twelve factories, but mot A bid was
made, thus showing that the stand off
is quite general.

Ogdensburg and Canten.

Ocpexssura, N. Y., July 21.—
Thirty-seven ~factories offered..3,200.
hoxes. Sales were 1,270 boxes at 9c,
and 700 at 8 18/16c. The market was
very quiet. At Canton 4,000 hoxes
were offered, of which 200 sold at 9¢.
