To the Electôrs of the County of North’ber’d.

Gentlemen William A. Park, Esq., has 
resigned his position as your representative in 
the Local Legislature of this Province, having 
accepted the office of Collector of Customs and 
tiaviu^Bank-^gent fur the town of Newcastle. 
Such resignation causes a vacancy in the rep­
resentation oCthis County, and tbe Sheriff’s 
proclamatioi^fixes nomination for candidates 
on the 6th December next and polling day the 
1-jth of same month.

I offer as a candidate to fill such vacancy, 
recognizing at the same time the apparent 
loss our County has sustained by Mr. Parks’ 
withdrawal from public life, and still further 
that I am not the possessor of the many quali­
fications with which he is endowed for the po­
sition of a representative.

His (Mr. Park’s) legal training, public and 
private associations and general knowledge of 
matters pertaining and closely touching our 
political institutions, national as well as pro­
vincial, amply qualified aud fitted him for this 
important sphere.

In offering as a candidate I therefore recog­
nize that I should be moved by honorable con­
siderations towards the County, and if elect­
ed so act as between the body of th^people 
aud myself as I would in my private dealings 
between man and man.

In this connection I would strongly urge a 
due observance of public opinion to Legisla­
tion once adopted by the General and 
Local Parliaments, and particularly when 
the same are intended for the public weal, 
that such . legislation^hould be faithfully 
accepted and strictly enforced without regard 
to the peculiar or private opinions of the few.

If elected I will give the present govern­
ment a generous support, basing it upon the 
manner in which our county’s interest» are af­
fected. I can find but little in their general 
legislation to condemn or which is against Nor­
thumberland’s interests. I reserve for myself, 
however, as a person engaged in,the lumbering 
business of the County (and by which I earn my 
livelihood), the frèe and untramelled right to 
press by every reasonable means upon tbe 
Government and individual menders, as well 
as in the Legislature, a reduction so far as the 
IMPOSITION OF THE STÜMPAGE AND OTHER LUM­
BER taxes arb Concerned. Our limbering in­
terests require some con aider atioiiPand I am in 
warm sympathy with the business men of this 
county in their demands for a reduction of 
the same

Another fair and reasonable proposition, and 
by the adoption of same, security to the mer­
chants aud lumbermen would be guaranteed, 
viz.— all lands offered by the crown for 
lumbering purposes, sold and* purchased subject 
to public competition, whether for a period of 
3, 5 or 10 years, shall not bt lessened in acreage 
or mileage during the term of the lease.

Following in line with the above course the 
question of the “settlement of lands,” or in 
other words what improvement can be made 
relating to settlers ? I am of opinion that 
blocks of land after having first received some 
thorough and practical inspection and examina­
tion as to its agricultural qualities and fitness 
for settlement, should be positively reserved 
for our people who desire to become bona fide 
settlers.

This course would not necessitate any radical 
change in the regulations, but such a policy 
would prohibit an applicant under the Free 
Grants or Labor Act infringing upon the rights 
formerly purchased by the merchants or lum­
bermen, would also secure to the settlers 
undisputed possession of the tract so surveyed 
and prevent the licensing of any porti on of 
such block so examined and set apart for 
settlement purposes ;—and when it is found 
that the application has been received by the 
crown the same gazetted, such settler 
shall be freed from the imposition of any 
stumpage tax on Bark or Lumber, taken from 
off said lot, because it is simply a premium on 
his industry and citizenship.

I would if elected seek also for the imme­
diate repeal of the following section of 
Law, relating to highways :

26.—“There shall be annually levied a tax 
for the general repairs and maintenance of all 
public roads, streets and bridges in each 
county, which shall be called the Road Tax, 
and which shall be assessed as follows :—Up­
on the poll of every male person, except he be 
a Clergyman or Licensed School Teacher in 
actual employment as such, between the ages 
of twenty-one and sixty years, having resided 
in any rdad district for the period of one 
month prior to the making out of the assess­
ment as hereinafter provided, shall be as­
sessed and shall pat the sum of one dollar 
and twenty Cents.

“ Upon the real and personal estate and in­
come (subject to the exemptions contained in 
section 3, Sub-sections 1 to 11 both inclusive 
of Chapter 100 of the Consolidated Statutes), 
of every person male or female, minor, com­
pany, or body corporate, and upon the pro­
perty of any undivided or entailed eetate of 
the assessed value of one hundred dollars and 
not exceeding four hundred dollars, the sum 
of forty cents ; exceeding four hundred dollars 
and not exceeding twelve hundred dollars, the 
sum of eighty cents ; exceeding twelve hundred 
dollars and not exceeding two thousand dollars, 
the sum of one dollar and twenty cents ; and 
so on for every addition of eight hundred dol­
lars, or the fractional part thereof additional, 
the sum of forty cents. ’

Here is Direct Taxation in its true form : 
not only have we to pay the usual assessment 
on our Real and Personal property for Road 
purpases, but all male persons, (see excep­
tions), between the age of 21 and 60 y earn are 
compelled to pay one dollar and twenty 
cents. This sec,tien should be repelled and 
no direct tax such as this enforced for such 
purposes.

Other matters, such as a “ Lien Law" which 
wquld secure and safely protect the interests 
of our working people, would receive from me 
support, as also the passage of a Law abolish­
ing imprisonment for debt and the necessity of 
a continuance of the Bear Bounties lew which 
has of late been neglected.

These and ether matters which may arise in 
the Legislature will receive from me due at­
tention, as also a close application to public 
duties, and in no case shell I be found negli­
gent in any matters pertaining to the county’s 
interests.

I regr et have been compelled to make my 
card so lengthy, but time will not allow me to 
make a personal canvass of each elector, nor 
give me an opportunity of publicly addressing 
you. I adopt this method of explaining my 
views, and should you entrust me with the re­
sponsible duty of being your representative T 
shall earnestly strive to win your respect, and 
esteem, and preserve faithfully the dignity of 
this high position.
