WHITE FLOATING SOAP.
Four quarts fat, any kind will do; 

two 10 cent can* of lye, and ten quarts 
of water. Put water in an old boiler, 
next the fat. then the lye. Let this 
come to a boil and boil three hour* alow 
lj\ When the soap becomes flakey and 
the liquid look clear and boils over the 
soap it is ready to skim.

Line a wooden box with a piece of wet 
muslin, skim out soap and put in the 
box to* drain about twelve hours and 
cut in bare. Thie will make twelve large 
bars of hard white soap. It may be 
used for any kind of washing.

Take a little of the soap and press in 
the hand. If it sticks to the hand and 
Icoks greasy it needs a little more lye; 
if too flakey more fat. The liquid can 
be used for scrubbing.

DOING VP LINEN COLLARS.
To do up white linen collars with a 

laundry finish: For one-half dozen col­
lars blend well in cold water two large 
tablespoonfuls of lump starch, over this 
pour nearly a quart of boiling water, 
stirring constantly; place oyer the fire 
and boil for five minutes.

When this starch is cool enough to 
put the hands in take each collar, which 
has been well washed and dried, and 
rub the starch in well on both sides; go 
over the surface of each thoroughly and 
rub the collars between your hands sev­
eral times, putting on plenty of the 
warm starch. The secret lies in getting 
the starch well into the dry collars.

Roll up-and leave overnight. With 
an old soft piece of cloth rub the sur­
plus starch off each collar before von

Before placing the iron on the wet col­
lar lay over it, first on one side and then 
on the other, an old linen handkerchief; 
just run the iron over quickly once or 
twice; then remove the handkerchief. 
This keeps the iron from sticking to the

Now iron the collar until it is per­
fectly dry, turn it over by hand, and 
button the ends together to have it 
shaped nicely.

WHEN IRONING.
I take a lid off my cooking range, place 

over gas. put on three iron*. When they 
are heating I get meat for a stew, put 
in kettle with handle and place over the 
irons. This keeps irons hot and boils 
meat at the same time. 1 place water 
kettle next to irons, and that is heated 
by the time I want it for the dishes.

When ironing, put pillow cases over 
hoard and iron handkerchiefs on them. 
You are thus ironing both at the same 
time. The dampness of the handker­
chiefs dampens the pillow cases just 
enough to make them nice and smooth. 
I use four irons.

ECONOMY IN DRESS.
It. is no unusual experience to find 

half a dozen wash dresses belonging to 
members of the family too faded after 
several ^washings to be wearable, while 
in othemespects they are perfectly good. 
They can easily be turned into fresh 
white costumes to be worn at home all 
fall and winter.

First, have the dresses Washed and all 
spots taken out—fruit stains with boil­
ing water (if the stain has been fixed by 
time, soak the article in a weak Solution 
of oxalic acid), iron rust with salt and 
lemon juice. After' rinsing thoroughly 
put them to soak in lukewarm water in 
which chloride of lime has been dissolv­
ed. Use about two tablespoonfuls to a 
gallon of water. Soak an hour or two, 
then rinse in clear water, and it will be 
found that the last vestiges of the once 
dainty stripes and figures have entirely 
disappeared.

The dresses can then be worn white 
or can be colored some light shade. 
Sometimes colored dress linens that have 
become faded by exposure in stove win­
dows can be bought cheap, and these 
may be whitened in the same way.
