His
Excellency accepted these petitions and has
taken them into consideration.”

Adams Fraser, the largest man of the Black
Wateh Regiment, killed twelve Arabs with
his bayonet in the recent battle. Drummond,
of the same regiment, bayonetted Osmaa Dig-
ma’s nephew.

The Marquis of Hartington has telognﬁh-
ed to Admiral Hewets, asking whether he has
offered a reward for Osman Digma’s head, and
warning him not to issue sich proclamations
without consulting the English Minister at
Cairo.

The British reconnoitering force is en-
trenched at Handonk. No rebels are visibie.
Osman Digma declares he will renew the fight
in ten days. He has told his followers that
Mahomet was oiten beaten, but was finally
victorious.

1t is reported that Stanley has discovered
another atfluent of the Congo, The Arabs in
a recent slave raid captured 1,800 children.
The natives recently attacked the European
factories on the lower Congo, plundered the
caravans, and killed several Europeans.

Many partizans of El Mehdi bhave bean
arrested in Hedjaz, Arabia. A leadingsheikh
between Shendy and Khartoum bas declared
in favour of El Mehdi. Gordon telegraphs
that there is no immediate danger at Khar-
toum. It is reported that Zobehr Pasha has
been appointed Governor of the Soudan.

Gen. Graham has been ordered not to push
his reconnoissance tar beyond Handouk, It
is not true that Turkish troops are going to
Suakim, or that the British Government has
decided to send.an expedition to Sinkat and
Berber. The offer of & reward for the head
of Osman Digma was made against the orders
sent Gen. Graham.

Osman Digma has returned with 2,000 fol-
lowers to the neighbourhood of his former
encampment.
