powers. They are subject to the
Church Courts, to the Assembly;
while the Church itself, as an or-
ganization, is not incorporated. The
people are the Church, and the
Church Courts exist to serve the
Church within the clearly defined
limits of her Constitution, having
no right or blot out
or to end the Church as a separate

power to

organization.

On the othe hand the proppsed
New Church would be itself a Cor-
poration. Its Church Courts are
tte .€hurch, and have corporate
powers. This is a long, long sten
from democracy to autocraéy, from
government by the people to irres-
ponsible clerical despotism.
